Meeting called to order

The meeting was called to order at 10:13AM by Ms. Roberts.
Approval of Agenda

A motion was made by Ms. Roberts to approve the agenda with two amendments; Ms. Lane-Treadwell seconded the motion; and the Board voted unanimously to approve.

Approval of Minutes
Following a discussion, a motion was made by Ms. Owens to approve the Minutes of 
July 7, 2014 meeting of the Board; Ms. Winkey seconded the motion; and the Board voted unanimously to approve.
Following considerable discussion, a motion was made by Ms. Winkey to approve the 

Minutes of the August 4, 2014 meeting of the Board; Ms. Owens seconded the motion; and the Board voted unanimously to approve.

New Business
Beheen Ghassemi Akhagar-Request for Waiver of  Examination Requirement

The Board discussed the request of Mr. Akhagar for a waiver of the cosmetologist examination.  Mr. Akhagar license had not been renewed since 2007 and Maryland Law only allows for a five year period to waive his examination requirements. The Board instructed Ms. Leach to notify Mr. Akhagar of their decision in writing. 
Stella Carver-Request for  Waiver of  Examination Requirement
The Board conferred on the request of Ms. Carver for a waiver of her Nail Technician examination. Ms. Carver has not held a Maryland Nail Technician License since 2005, and under Maryland Law she cannot have a license without passing the exam. Ms. Leach was instructed to notify Ms. Carver in writing about the Boards decision. 
Informal Conference-Sharon Campbell-Conviction
The Board reviewed a letter from Ms. Campbell, who disclosed a criminal conviction when renewing her cosmetologist license. The Board directed its staff to contact Ms. Campbell and invite her to next month’s meeting in order to further explain her rehabilitation.

Informal Conference-James Innes-Conviction

The Board reviewed a letter from Mr. Innes, who disclosed a criminal conviction when he renewed his cosmetologist license.  The Board directed its staff to contact Mr. Innes and invite him to next month’s meeting in order to further explain his rehabilitation.

Informal Conference-Alison Czerwinski-Conviction
An informal conference was held for Ms. Czerwinski, who submitted an application for her cosmetology license and disclosed a previous criminal conviction. After reviewing Ms. Czerwinski explanation, the Board voted unanimously to approve Ms. Czerwinski application for a cosmetologist license.
Informal Conference-J Nelle Dean-Conviction
An informal conference was held for Ms. Dean, who disclosed a previous criminal conviction. After Ms. Dean explained her conviction, the Board voted unanimously to approve Ms. Dean application for a cosmetology license.
National Interstate Council of State Boards of Cosmetology
A motion was made to amend the current procurement allowing testing questions to be used from the NIC testing bank. After considerable discussion, the Board voted 4-2 in favor of using NIC test questions with Ms. Britt-Cockrum and Ms. Owens voting against the motion. 

Carla Brown-Request to Restart Apprenticeship

An informal conference was held for Ms. Brown requesting the Board to allow her to restart the apprentice program. After Ms. Brown explains her departure from the previous program, the Board voted unanimously to approve Ms. Brown’s reinstatement to the apprenticeship program. Ms. Brown was advised that both herself and her sponsor needed to attend the mandatory Apprentice Workshop
Clarissa Marquina-Request to Restart Apprenticeship

An informal conference was held for Ms. Marquina requesting the Board to allow her to restart the apprentice program. After hearing Ms. Marquina explained her departure from the program, the Board voted unanimously to approve Ms. Marquina’s reinstatement. Her sponsor, Peter Broke, attended the Apprentice Workshop.

Trisha Stampone –The Color Lab Academy-Blood Spill Clarification

Ms. Stampone came to the board meeting seeking guidance to help her students pass the Blood Spill portion of the exam; she was directed to Ms. Stacey Lawson an executive with PROMETRIC.

Complaint  Inspections Update

Ms. Leach reported to the Board that last month the Cosmetology Board had 178 outstanding complaints and this month the number had dropped to 54. 

Public Comments
Ms. Lisa Rispler of the Shabha School in New York asked the Board how many hours do students need before they can begin training on the floor of a cosmology school. The Board confirmed to Ms. Rispler that under Maryland Law 350 hours of training at a school of cosmetology was necessary before a student could begin to practice without a license.
