CALL TO ORDER:

Michael Berg, Chair, called the business meeting of the State Board of Master Electricians to order at 10:00 a.m.

MINUTES:
The minutes of the Business Meeting held March 24, 2014, were reviewed.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Oles, seconded by Mr. Warner and unanimously carried to approve the minutes as written.  
COMPLAINTS:

There were no complaints to report.  1 complaint is pending information from the Maryland Insurance Administration.
OLD BUSINESS:  Continuing Education Course Providers
The continuing education committee approved 3 Course Providers and 7 Course Providers are pending additional information requested by the Board to fully evaluate continuing education material.
Director Papavasiliou and Counsel Kinstler have drafted information for the continuing education requirements to be included on the renewal form for master electricians.   This includes an attestation by the applicant that continuing education requirements have been completed prior to renewal.  A blast e-mail will be sent to licensees advising them of the new requirements for obtaining qualifying continuing education requirements.  
Mr. Papavasiliou and Ms. Kinstler explained the process utilized by the Department by which a licensee is randomly selected for audit to ensure a licensee’s compliance with the continuing education requirement.  The licensee selected for audit is notified of the requirement to produce completion certifications or other documentation of completion of the full amount of qualifying continuing education required for license renewal.  The Board can determine whether to conduct such audits semi-annually or quarterly.

Counsel discussed with the Board the procedures utilized by other boards with a continuing education requirement as a condition for license to monitor and enforce compliance continuing education required for license renewal, including disciplinary action for non-compliance, which may result in administrative sanctions, including the imposition of a civil monetary penalty, reprimand and license suspension and revocation. 
 NEW BUSINESS:  Audit Process
The Board and Counsel will discuss the audit process at the May meeting. 

VETERANS’S FULL EMPLOYMENT ACT:

Mr. Papavasiliou reiterated the Veteran’s Act presented last year to all the licensing Boards that have been implemented to assist veterans and their spouses in obtaining occupational licenses.  They may use military experience toward licensing requirements.
CORRESPONSENCE:
The Board received an e-mail requesting requirements for a manufacturing facility in Frederick County.  The Board determined that Staff respond advising the individual to contact the Frederick County Electrical Board for clarification regarding his request pertaining to a requirement to have a Master electrician on staff.
