It was reported that 35 candidates were tested in March, 12 passed, 23 failed with a 34% passing rate. Since January 2016, the passing rate is 27%, and since the inception of the test in January 2006, the overall passing rate is 31%.  There are currently 5,379 active licensees.
OLD BUSINESS

House Bill 248 - Department of Labor, Licensing, and Regulation - State Occupational Mechanical Licensing Boards - Fund and Fees – Establishing the State Occupational Mechanical Licensing Boards' Fund as a special, no lapsing fund in the Department of Labor, Licensing, and Regulation; specifying the contents of the Fund; requiring that the Fund be used to cover the specified costs of fulfilling the statutory and regulatory duties each specified occupational licensing board; requiring the Secretary of Labor, Licensing, and Regulation, or a designee of the Secretary, to administer the Fund; etc. House Bill 248 has passed.
