CALL TO ORDER: 

Vice-Chairman, Robert Welborne called the Business Meeting of the State Board of Master Electricians to Order at 10:00 a.m.

Executive Director, Robin Bailey, informed the Board that she has reached out to another Administrative Officer I and Investigator screening interview panel regarding filling the vacancies in her department. Director Bailey stated she has made offers from each of those interviews and is hopeful that the candidates will accept the positions. She will keep the Board posted of any changes.

CHAIR REPORT

Vice Chair, Robert Welborne, asked that whether counties have done their due diligence regarding disciplinary action they have imposed and whether the State can accept those findings. Director Bailey explained that the Board can accept the findings from local regulatory proceedings. However, local jurisdictions are supposed to report the commencement of any disciplinary action within 30 days and once a year are required to send the State reports of all of their disciplinary actions but, to date, the State has not received any such reports. Ms. Bailey did note that some jurisdictions are better than others with notifying the Board of pending matters on a case-by-case basis, but if a county completes an investigation and they decide that there is no further investigation warranted then State has two options when the subject is also licensed by the Board: 1) the Board can accept the findings of the local jurisdiction and close the case; or 2) pursue regulatory charges against the licensee, based on what the county’s report or the Board’s investigation. 
Director Bailey explained that even if a county has disciplined a locally-licensed individual, if the Board finds the licensee’s misconduct so egregious as to warrant a State-imposed sanction, the Board can take further action based on the State license. Director Bailey explained that, upon notification from a county, the Board’s Complaint Committee would review the matter. 
Mr. Welborne asked Director Bailey to investigate how many licensees had appealed to the Board based on the jurisdictions decisions and to give clarification as to if an individual is suspended in the County and disagrees with the findings are they able to appeal the decision to the Board? Director Bailey explained they would appeal to the county where they were sanctioned and not to the State as we have no control over the actions that the county has taken. Counsel explained that any appeal of a local board proceeding would be through the local jurisidiction or the courts, but concurred the State Board had no jurisdiction over a county’s handling of its own licensees and regulatory proceedings. Ms. Bailey and Counsel further explained that if the Board took action against a State licensee, that decision could be appealed.
