CALL TO ORDER:

Michael Berg, Vice Chairman, called the business meeting of the State Board of Master Electricians to order at 10:00 a.m.

MINUTES
The minutes of the Business Meeting held January 22, 2013, were reviewed.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Welborne, seconded by Mr. Warner and unanimously carried to approve the minutes as written.  Motion (II) was made by Mr. Welborne, seconded by Mr. Borz and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the executive session without corrections.
OLD BUSINESS:  R G STEEL
Mr. Papavasiliou and Counsel discussed with the members the meeting with R G STEEL employees regarding the application experience, and requirements.  Mr. Blackburn agreed to assist the individuals in completing the application for the Board’s review.
BOARD MEMBER RESSIGNATION:
Mr. Papavasiliou advised the Board of the resignation of Chairman Frank Mancini effective immediately.
HOUSE BILL 1386
Deputy Commissioner, Vorgetts addressed the members regarding House Bill 1386, for the purpose of establishing the Task Force to study licensing and continuing education for electricians, to make recommendations, and to report the findings to the Governor and General Assembly on or before a certain date.  The Board suggested the time frame for this Bill be from July to November.
COURSE PROVIDERS:

The Board discussed the requirements for course providers should include a course syllabus of classes, credentials of the instructor and training facilities.   The Educational subcommittee is in the process of reviewing this information.

CONTINUING EDUCATION:
Licensees renewing the State license between August 2013 and July 2014 must complete 50% of the continuing education requirement.  Licensees renewing the State license after July 2014 must complete the continuing education requirement.  The Board can take final action at the May meeting. 

The Board will conduct a random audit as other Boards, to verify continuing education courses. Should the licensee fail to comply the Board can establish a fine or promulgate a schedule for compliance.  Mr. Papavasiliou discussed the renewal form to attest to CEU’s.
CORRESPONDENCE:

The Board reviewed correspondence from Mr. Thompson regarding implementation of Chapter 02 continuing education. Counsel agreed to draft the letter in response to the request.

HOUSE BILL 270:
Board reviewed the House Bill 270 regarding Electrical Inspectors and plumbing Inspectors and the requirement of holding a master license.

DIRECTORS REPORT:  
Mr. Papavasiliou discussed with the members the ‘Child Support Enforcement Act reports to the licensing Board the name of the person owing child support  back fees and requesting to suspend the license..  This department submits a letter to the licensee requesting in writing in 30 days a response to rectify the situation.  Out of nine licensees three have been suspended for non compliance.
