CALL TO ORDER:

Michael Berg, Chair, called the business meeting of the State Board of Master Electricians to order at 10:00 a.m.

MINUTES:
The minutes of the Business Meeting held November 25, 2014, were reviewed.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Oles, seconded by Mr. Wilson and unanimously carried to approve the minutes as written.  Motion (II) was made by Mr. Oles, seconded by Mr. Borz and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the Executive Session as presented. 
COMPLAINT COMMITTEE:
The Complaint Committee reviewed a complaint submitted to the Electrical Board.  The Board will open complaint #Elec-150023 and a letter will be submitted to the licensee regarding this complaint.  The local Electrical Board will be notified of this matter.   Susan Cherry, Chief of Litigation Counsel has agreed to draft a letter to be sent to the licensee.
NEW BUSINESS:  
Senate Bill 616

The Board discussed the withdrawal of the Senate Bill 616 and would like Ms. Bailey to further discuss this matter with the Department for clarification. Ms. Bailey advised the members of the legislative process and to re-submit the bill next year.  Ms. Bailey further advised that during the interim the Board may want to meet with interested stakeholders and the Department in order to have a consensus among all parties before re-introducing the proposed legislation. 
CHALLENGE QUESTIONS:

The Board received and reviewed two examination applications submitted by PSI Examination Services regarding candidates who received failing grades and are challenging several test questions. The Board reviewed the questions and concluded that the answers on the exam were unclear so the Board awarded both candidates additional points.  
CORRESPONDENCE:
The Board received an e-mail from a local county Electrical Board regarding the 7-year pre-license work experience requirement and adopting the new electrical code.  The Board discussed the concerns and decided that the two questions posed were best answered by the County Attorney for the jurisdiction.  Staff will respond with this information.   
The Board reviewed an e-mail from a licensed electrician regarding licensed electricians and unlicensed individuals.  Staff has responded to the individual. 
MUELEC MEETING:
The Michael Oles and Ms. Bailey discussed the MUELEC meeting on December 17, 2014, that was held at the IBEW Apprenticeship School and Training Center, 2699 West Patapsco Avenue, Baltimore, Maryland.  MUELEC has a representative from each County attend and collected the old exam and passed out a new exam based on the 2014 Code.
