Ms. Bailey reported that 28 candidates were tested in November 2015, 5 passed, 23 failed with an 18% passing rate. Ms. Bailey reported that 27 candidates were tested in January, 7 passed, 20 failed with a 26% passing rate. Since January 2015, the passing rate is 26%, and since the inception of the test the overall passing rate is 26%.  There are currently active 5,312 licensees.

Ms. Bailey stated that she would like to request the Board’s permission to post meetings of the Board that are open to public on the Board website.  Currently, public notice of open Board meetings is accomplished through an announcement published in the Maryland Register.  If a meeting is not announced in the Maryland Register, then a notice has to be published in The Daily Record which becomes a costly expense for the Board over time. Ms. Bailey explained that several other boards and commissions in the Department have adopted a similar procedure.  Upon Mr. Oles’ Motion, and Mr. Wilson’s second, the Board unanimously voted to approve that all future Board meeting announcements will be posted on the Board website.
