It was reported that 36 candidates were tested in January, 13 passed, 23 failed with a 36% passing rate.  Since January 2018, the passing rate is 36%, and since the inception of the test in January 2006, the overall passing rate is 30%.  There are currently 5,402 active licensees.
NEW BUSINESS

Chairman Wilson reminded the Board members about all ethics filing requirements.
Chairman Wilson also asked the Board members if they had had an opportunity to review HB 1407. Counsel offered to make copies of the bill for Board members.  Chairman Wilson expected that the Board could discuss the bill at the March meeting. However, Ms. Kinstler stated she would provide the bill to the Board members by email after today’s meeting.

COUNSEL’S REPORT

Ms. Kinstler informed the Board of HB1407, which would provide for statewide licensing of master and journey level electricians.  
Counsel distributed a copy of language for the proposed regulation to provide for the Board’s fees by regulation, now that the Board is specially funded through the Joint Mechanical Board Fund. Counsel explained that all fees identified in the Board’s statutory provisions, e.g., license, renewal, inactive status, reinstatement, etc., must be transferred to a regulation as part of its special funded status. Counsel further assured the Board that the proposed regulation does not change the fee amounts from the statutory amount. After a few years as specially funded boards, the Mechanical Board fees may be subject to reduction or increase after the boards are able to see how the special fund status affects them and the Board of Master Electricians in particular. Motion was made by Mr. Warner, seconded by Mr. Welborne, and the Board unanimously voted to approve the fee schedule.
EXECUTIVE SESSION 
Motion was made by Mr. Harrison seconded by Mr. Warner, and unanimously carried to enter into Executive Session at 10:12 a.m., in the 3rd Floor Conference Room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, Maryland 21202, in order to consider advice provided by Counsel regarding the eligibility of license applicants and certain matter pertaining to license examinations, pursuant to § 3-305(b) (7) of the General Provisions Article, Annotated Code of Maryland.    

Upon completion of the Executive Session, Motion was made by Mr. Harrison, seconded by Mr. Warner and unanimously carried to convene to the public meeting at 10:14 a.m.

Upon Mr. Borz’s Motion, and Mr. Warner’s second, the Board unanimously voted to approve the findings of the February 27, 2018 Executive Session.
