MINUTES:

Motion (II) was made by Mr. Warner, seconded by Mr.  Wilson and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the Executive Meeting as presented. 

COMPLAINTS:

There were no complaints reported

OLD BUSINESS:  Task Force

Mr. Papavasiliou thanked Counsel, Kinstler for her help in drafting the language for the new Task Force  Bill to be introduced at this Session, and will keep the  Board advised on any new development.  The Bill is intended to implement changes recommended by the Task Force to change State law regarding licensure for electricians.  

NEW BUSINESS:   Correspondence

The Board received an e-mail from Garrett College regarding continuing education, grounding, bonding and curriculum.  Staff has been advised to provide a response.

Counsel and the members discussed continuing education, hours and classes.  Out of the required  10 hours of continuing education , 5 hours can be online courses.   The Board suggested to continue this discussion of CEU's at the February meeting. 

REINSTATEMENT REQUEST:

The Board received two requests for reinstatement of licenses which have been expired for more than  2 years.   The Board determined that the individuals would have to re-test to obtain the license.  Staff will respond referencing Business Occupations and Professions § 6:311 (e).

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR'S REPORT:

Mr. Papavasiliou advised the members of his new position as Assistant Commissioner of the Mechanical and Occupational Boards.  The Board congratulated Mr. Papavasiliou on his new position.  

STATISTICS:

Mr. Papavasiliou reviewed with the members the statistics for the month of December and will request from PSI the statistics for the first time takers and repeat takers for the master electrician’s examination.
