CALL TO ORDER:

Michael Berg, Chairman, called the business meeting of the State Board of Master Electricians to order at 10:00 a.m.

MINUTES
The minutes of the Business Meeting held June 25, 2013, were reviewed.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Oles, seconded by Mr. Wilson and unanimously carried to approve the minutes with corrections.   Motion (II) was made by Mr. Oles, seconded by Mr. Wilson and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the Executive Session with corrections.
COMPLAINTS:
No complaints reported.
OLD BUSINESS:  Continuing Education  
Director Papavasiliou discussed with the Board House Bill 270, specified the law just passed, oppositions, proposing another Bill, the Task Force and inspectors holding a master electricians license.

Mr. Vorgetts, Acting Commissioner discussed with the members a potential official plan to draft legislation for clarification of provisions pertaining to inspectors after amendments by HB 270 in the 2013 legislative session.  This matter could be addressed by the Task Force referencing safety issues, code compliance and other matters the Board sees fit to propose.  The Department could propose a clarifying bill in October to address language that would be uniform to that in the plumbing law, as it pertains to a master license requirement for an inspector that was also amended by HB 270.  
Motion (III) was made by Mr. Oles, seconded by Mr. Welborne to introduce a place holder   for legislation for inspectors. 
NEW BUSINESS:  Correspondence
The Board received an e-mail for the Board’s information regarding approved continuing education classes.  The IAEI is a pre-approved course provider for continuing education competency and has been so denoted by the Board.

The Board received an e-mail regarding the IEC Chesapeake Electrical inspectors Roundtable meeting which will be held on September 25, 2013 for the board’s information and participation.

The Board received information from Montgomery College regarding continuing education.  The Montgomery College has been determined to be a pre-approved course provider.

The Board received and discussed correspondence regarding Net Metering in Maryland.  The Board determined that a master electrician license is required for net metering.  Mr. Papavasiliou agreed to submit a response to the individual.
Mr. Berg introduced to the members, guests attending the public meeting.

DIRECTOR”S REPORT:
Mr. Papavasiliou advised the members that the effective date for regulations for continuing education was July 22, 2013 and is listed in the July 12, 2013 edition of the Maryland Register.   He also discussed a change to the renewal application including continuing education references, attestation of compliance, educating the public and list the approved Course Providers on the website.  

This Board will randomly audit the renewal applications to verify that the licensee is in compliance with the continuing education competency requirements.  The Task Force will report on statutory and regulation changes, the electrical industry and continuing education concerns.

APPLICATIONS SUBMITTED BY PSI:

The Board placed in pending two applications to take the master electrician’s examination, as additional information is needed to fully evaluate the application.
