Ms. Bailey reported that 49 candidates were tested in May, 8 passed, 41 failed with a 16% passing rate. Since January 2015, the passing rate is 17%, and since the inception of the test the overall passing rate is 32%.  There are currently active 5,273 licensees.
REVIEW OF PSI CHALLENGE QUESTIONS

The Board received and review (2) examination questions submitted by PSI Examination Services regarding candidates who received failing grades and are challenging several questions.  The Board reviewed the questions and concluded that the candidates’ answers were incorrect. Therefore no additional points were given to the candidates.
COUNSEL’S REPORT
There was no counsel report to offer.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Ms. Bailey had nothing to report.  Mr. Wilson raised the question of how many Master Electrician exams are retakes year to date. Ms. Bailey volunteered to research and present the total number of retakes in next meeting.  There are (5) retakes allowed in (6) month period but the failing percentage needs to be justified.  Mr. Oles wanted to know are the highest test scores and what is the grading curve?  Ms. Bailey volunteered to research and present the year to date curve along with the information requested prior.  Mr. Warner wanted to know what is the purpose of collecting the retake information and how will it justify the fail rate.   Chairman Berg wanted to know are there test prep classes being taught and Mr. Oles inquired about any changes being made that could affect test scores.  After a lengthy discussion Chairman Berg requested that Ms. Bailey follow up with information at the next scheduled meeting.
