OLD BUSINESS

Previously a Motion was made by Mr. Welborne, seconded by Mr. Warner, and the Board unanimously voted to have Ms. Bailey draft a concept paper for Secretary Schulz’s approval to change the regulation to require at least 5(five) of the 10 (ten ) hours of continuing education  required be based on current NEC Code. Ms. Bailey informed the Board that the concept paper had been drafted and would be sent to Ms. Kinstler.

Motion was made by Mr. Borz, seconded by Mr. Warner, and the Board unanimously voted to send a letter stating that if a person(s) is in a position to create exam question they cannot teach exam prep, due to the perception of improprieties. Ms. Bailey has arranged to meet with Milford Badders to discuss up-sourcing of test questions.
