CALL TO ORDER:

OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Donaghue asked about the new bill in reference to how would certain localities be affected. Ms. Kinstler responded stating that the amendments will ensure a true state license. Localities will maintain no authority to sanction license provision concerning issuance of Journeyman licenses. There will be no entry level license, however all other requirements to hold license will be set. Boards have the authority to make entry level license a requirement. 
Mr. Donaghue asked if passed how this does affect existing legislation.

Ms. Kinstler stated there is a firm date for the license to expire and the local will no longer issue licenses and all licenses will be issued by the state. There will be an option to convert the license.

Mr. Donaghue stated that he local has a low voltage license. 

Ms. Kinstler stated that the low voltage would be exempt. Once the date comes and local licenses no longer valid there will be an option to apply to grandfather. If a licensee does not grandfather by set deadline they will be required to sit for an exam.
CORRESPONDANCE
The Board members reviewed an email in reference to becoming compliant with laws and obtaining a local license within 60 days of being licensed by the state of Maryland. It was decided that Executive Director Robin Bailey would add a statement to the renewal application reminding licensees about compliance requirements.
EXECUTIVE SESSION 
Motion was made by Mr. Warner seconded by Mr. Donaghue, and unanimously carried to enter into Executive Session at 10:31 a.m., in the 3rd Floor Conference Room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, Maryland 21202, in order to consider advice provided by Counsel regarding license applications and examinations pursuant to § 3-305(b) (7) of the General Provisions Article, Annotated Code of Maryland.    

Upon completion of the Executive Session, Motion was made by Mr. Harrison, seconded by Mr. Donaghue and unanimously carried to convene to the public meeting at 11:28 a.m.
