CALL TO ORDER:

NEW BUSINESS:  Task Force:
Director Papavasiliou advised the Board that the Task Force report has been delivered November 15, 2013 to be distributed to the General Assembly of Maryland at which time they will list the publication for the final report on their website.

Other items discussed were inspectors holding a master electricians license and approved Course Providers for continuing education to possibly be posted on the website in December.

MUELEC MEETING:

Mr. Oles discussed with the members the MUELEC meeting, presenting the Task Force summary, the next schedule MUELEC meeting in May 2014 and extending an invitation to the MUELEC members to attend a Master Electrician’s Board meeting. 
Items discussed were developing and administering a journeyman examination, apprentice examination and a uniformed test bank of questions. 
Mr. Papavasiliou discussed with the Board PSI adding two (2) additional testing sites in Maryland.

CEU CLASSES:

Mr. Oles advised the Board that the Course Provider packets are being reviewed for the  State Board of Master Electrician’s approval.

IEC Chesapeake representative addressed the Board regarding continuing education classes, material, 10 hours of credit classes administered in one day or two days, code review and online courses.

CONCERNS:
Mr. Welborne suggested posting a photo on the State master electrician’s license. The members also discussed identification at the permitting offices for issuing permits. 

Correspondence:
The Board received e-mail regarding solar licensing database update.  The Board reviewed the information submitted and determined to refer the individual to the local jurisdiction Electrical Boards for further review.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Motion (III) was made by Mr. Borz, seconded by Mr. Warner and unanimously carried by the Board to enter into Executive Session at 10:45 a.m., in the 3rd Floor Conference Room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, Maryland 21202.  This meeting was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, § 10-508(a) (8).  The purpose of the session was to consult with Counsel regarding the eligibility of applicants for licensure.

Motion IV) was made by Mr. Wilson, seconded by Mr. Borz to return to the public meeting. 
Motion (V) was made by Mr. Warner, seconded by Mr. Wilson to accept the findings in the Executive Session.

RECIPROCITY:

Counsel discussed with members concerns regarding requirements of the reciprocating States.  The Board suggested reviewing the requirements of those States and Mike Holt’s website for requirements for Virginia, Delaware and West Virginia at the January meeting.
APPLICATIONS SUBMITTED BY PSI: 
The Board approved eleven applications to take the master electrician’s examination.

The Board placed in pending one application to take the master electrician’s examination, as additional information is needed to fully evaluate the application.
The Board denied four applications to take the master electrician’s examination, as the work experience requirements have not been met.
