Ms. Bailey reported that 24 candidates were tested in September, 3 passed, 21 failed with a 13% passing rate. Ms. Bailey reported that 31 candidates were tested in October, 8 passed, 23 failed with a 26% passing rate. Since January 2015, the passing rate is 18%, and since the inception of the test the overall passing rate is 31%.  There are currently active 5,262 licensees.
OLD BUSINESS
Ms. Bailey stated that she is working on a letter for the PSI Bulletin that details information to be provided regarding a license applicant’s experience that will be more user-friendly than the current version. She welcomes all suggestions from the Board to improve the current bulletin and application process.
NEW BUSINESS
Ms. Bailey informed the Board members that she had recently attended a meeting held by MUELEC, at which a motion was passed to table the re-introduction of statewide licensing legislation for Master Electricians. Ms. Bailey informed the Board that the decision made by MUELEC members does not preclude another group or individual from seeking sponsorship of the similar or other legislation presented in a prior Legislative session.
