It was reported that 35 candidates were tested in October, 10 passed, 25 failed with a 29% passing rate. Since January 2016, the passing rate is 26%, and since the inception of the test in January 2006, the overall passing rate is 31%.  There are currently 5,368 active licensees.

The Board discussed the issue of how many companies a Qualified Agent can be assigned to because this question is frequently asked of Board staff.  A Qualified Agent can only work for one company, but a company can employ multiple Qualified Agents. The intent of the Qualified Agent is to supervise work being done by company employees and therefore the license cannot be assigned to multiple companies.
The Board also discussed the sequential order of questions on the Master Electricians Examination. The Board requested that Director Bailey draft a letter to PSI requesting that all corresponding calculation questions be grouped together unless the scratch paper can be kept for referencing. The Board also requested to have a webinar with PSI.
