CALL TO ORDER: 

Chairman, Jack Wilson, called the Executive Session of the State Board of Master Electricians to Order at 10:06 a.m., 500 N Calvert Street, 3rd floor, Baltimore MD 21202. The purpose of this meeting was to discuss with the Board the eligibility of license applicants and examinations pursuant to § 3-305(b) (7) of the General Provisions Article, Annotated Code of Maryland.   
REVIEW OF PSI EXAM CHALLENGE  
Jerome Monticquee has submitted an exam challenge for review by the Board. After review of each question, it was decided that question #10 did not provide sufficient information for the Board to make a determination and the Board requested additional information to include the entire series of questions 8,9,10,11,12 and 13 so as to have all the calculations provided to the exam candidate and allow the Board to thoroughly review the question and answers. The Board did award the candidate points for his responses to questions 13, 36 and 80. However, as the candidate’s score could not readily be determined by the Board based on the information provided by the examination vendor, PSI, Inc., the Board instructed Ms. NaTerra Bailey to ask PSI for the candidate’s score based on a 1-100 scale.  
Ms. Kinstler, Assistant Attorney General, suggested that Ms. NaTerra Bailey remind PSI that whenever a challenged question is part of a series, to please provide the entire sequence of questions and information to the Board to assist in the review process.

Motion made by Mr. Woodall, seconded by Mr. Warner, and unanimously carried by the Board to table further review until additionally requested information is received.
Motion made by Mr. Woodall, seconded by Mr. Warner, and unanimously carried to return to the Business Session to the meeting at 10:19 a.m.
