Mr. Papavasiliou advised the members of items discussed at the final Task Force Meeting in reference to local jurisdictions, limited licenses, restricted licenses, homeowner electrical work, low voltage and journeyman licenses.  Items such as safety issues and disciplinary actions were also addressed.  Proposed legislation could be modeled upon the HVACR Contractors Board and the Plumbing Board as to their disciplinary process, Business Regulation Article, Title 9A and Business Occupations and Professions Article, Title 12, Annotated Code of Maryland, respectively.
Mr. Wilson discussed out-of-state contactors and local contractors. 
NEW BUSINESS:  
Correspondence:
The Board received correspondence from an individual inquiring about CE Course Providers for the Board’s information.  Mr. Oles distributed a list of approved Course Provider and Providers pending additional information for the Board’s review.
