OLD BUSINESS
Vice Chairman, Robert Welborne, discussed HB 586 pertaining to solar photovoltaic systems. 
Director Bailey reminded the Board of its discussion at the September 2019 meeting regarding inspectors who hold inspector registrations but who had not placed their master license on inactive status. Director Bailey explained when she reviewed the licensing records for the 57 inspectors currently registered, she discovered that only two (2) were holding both an inspector registration and an inactive master license. She further stated that she had discussed this situation with Department officials and the preferred course of action, if the Board agreed, would be for the Board to look at the 55 other inspectors on a case-by-case basis should such an inspector wish to reactivate a master license in the future, as many of these individuals have been working as inspectors for over 25 years. 
Director Bailey explained that, regrettably, the online licensure system does not have a block to prevent a master licensee from changing a license category from active master to inspector without first becoming an inactive master. She added that her staff would do a category change for the two (2) affected individuals, so they are only inspectors at issue moving forward.
