CALL TO ORDER: 

Chairman, Jack Wilson, called the Business Meeting of the State Board of Master Electricians to Order at 10:01 a.m. at 500 N. Calvert Street, Room 302, Baltimore, MD 21202.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The members reviewed the minutes of the Business Meeting held on August 22, 2017. Motion was made by Mr. Woodall, seconded by Mr. Donahue, and the Board unanimously voted to approve the minutes as written.
REVIEW OF EXAMINATION STATISTICS AND LICENSE TOTALS

It was reported that 30 candidates were tested in August, 10 passed, 20 failed with a 33% passing rate. Since January 2017, the passing rate is 31%, and since the inception of the test in January 2006, the overall passing rate is 31%.  There are currently 5,384 active licensees.
NEW BUSINESS
Mr. Welborne presented a letter from Montgomery County that was referred to Complaint Committee of the Board. 
Mr. Donahue inquired about whether electrical inspectors are required to have an inactive license. Mr. Wilson stated that any individual serving as an electrical inspector must put the State license on inactive status. Ms. Kinstler stated that the requirements of electrical inspectors are set forth in Business Occupations and Professions Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, §6-313, which provides:  
(a)(1) Except as provided in paragraph (2) of this subsection, a county or local government may employ an individual as an electrical inspector only if the individual:
(i) holds a State license or local license, as applicable;
(ii) previously held, within the last 5 years, a State license or local license, as applicable, that was not suspended or revoked; or
(iii) is certified by: 1. the International Code Council as a combination inspector or as an electrical inspector for residential or commercial buildings;
2. the North American Board of Certified Energy Practitioners; or
3. a certifying entity that is comparable to the entity listed in item 1 or 2 of this item.
Ms. Kinstler explained that an individual may be permitted, by the local jurisdiction for which the individual serves as an inspector, to retain a license issued by another local jurisdiction and provide services under that local license therein, outside of the jurisdiction in which the individual serves as an inspector. However, Ms. Kinstler cautioned the Board that §6-313(b) provides that an electrical inspector “may not have any financial interest in any electrical business while employed by the State a county, or a local jurisdiction as an electrical inspector.”
Mr. Wilson informed the Board that Wicomico County will adopt a portion of the NEC2017 Code.

Motion was made by Mr. Borz, seconded by Mr. Warner, and unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 10:32 a.m.
