A. Applications/Qualifications Review Committee

Mr. Moran gave a report that there were three (3) applications reviewed.  Two (2) applications for an Elevator Mechanics license were approved.  Mr. Moran asked the Board for their opinion on the third application, in which the applicant was awaiting trial for a recent felony charge.  The Application Review Committee recommended that the application be deferred to the June 22, 2018 meeting in order to review the application after the applicant has been tried in court

B. Complaint Committee Report 
The Board discussed the violation that occurred in Complaint Elev-170001.  The Board suggested correspondence be authored and reviewed during the June 22, 2018 Board meeting.
C. Review of Examination Statistics and License Totals 
Sean Heeter reported that zero (0) candidates were tested in March, 2018, with 0% passing rate.  In February, 2018, zero (0) candidates were tested and zero (0) passed, with a passing rate of 0%.  Since January 2018, the passing rate is 100%, and since the inception of the test the overall passing rate is 76%.  There are currently 825active licensees.

A. Subcommittee for Temporary Elevator Licenses

Counsel stated the Subcommittee members asked to be present at the meeting prior to discussing their findings.  Mrs. Ward stated that the Subcommittee would be deferred to the June 22, 2018 Board Meeting.

Mr. Lindsay brought a recall notice before the Board, and stated that a company in Florida recalled 3,700 traction residential traction elevators, which pose a safety hazard to consumers.  Mr. Hord stated the Board only licenses individuals and companies and has no jurisdiction over physical elevators and recalls.
Mr. Helminiak introduced the Division of Labor and Industry’s new Program Inspector for the Safety Inspection Unit, David Dearborn.
