Call To Order
Ed M. Hord called the regular meeting of the Elevator Safety Review Board to order at 10:05 a.m.
Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the business meeting held on June 21, 2013 were approved without corrections.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Yeatman,  seconded by Mr. Moran and unanimously carried that the minutes of the business meeting be approved without corrections.  

Motion (II) was made by Mr. Yeatman, Seconded by Mr. Meeks and unanimously carried that the minutes of the executive session be approved without corrections.       

Chairman’s Report
Chairman Hord had no Chairman Report to offer.

Licensing Applications

Ms. Meyers presented the draft of the Accessibility Lift Mechanic and Reciprocal Application to the Board for review.  Ms. Meyers informed the Board that she will have a revised draft for review at the next scheduled meeting.                       
Licensing Report Update

Applications/Qualifications Review Committee
Mr. Meeks reported that the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee met on this date, reviewed and approved 24 (twenty-four) initial elevator mechanic license applications.  There was one elevator mechanic   application referred to the Board for further review.  There were two elevator contractor applications reviewed and approved.  There were no elevator contractor applications referred to the Board for further review.     
Motion (III) was made by Mr. Yeatman, seconded by Mr. Moran and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee.     

PSI Update/Testing Development  
Mr. Papavasiliou briefly updated the Board on the exam development with PSI.  He further explained that the Exam Panel will meet with PSI prior to the next scheduled Board meeting to develop the test.  The first step PSI and the Exam Panel would be required to conduct is a Job Analysis for each specific category.  DLLR and the Exam Panel plans to meet with PSI in September or early October.         
Legislative Report Update    
Regulation Action 

Proposed COMAR 09.35.04, Continuing Competency Regulations

Mr. Krasnoff stated to the Board that the Continuing Competency Regulations are being reviewed by the AELR Committee.  The two week review for the proposed regulations and comment period will expire today.  Mr. Krasnoff also stated that he will present to the Board the proposed regulations upon being published in the Maryland Register by the next scheduled meeting.     

Proposed Fees for Accessibility Lift Mechanic 

Mr. Krasnoff stated to the Board that the amendment to COMAR 09.35.01.01 regulations draft will be submitted to the Maryland Register for publication by the next scheduled meeting.  
Legislative Update

Proposed Insurance Requirements for Renovators 
Mr. Krasnoff stated to the Board that the concept paper proposed amendment to §12-836, addressing Insurance Requirements for Elevator Renovator Contractors will be submitted to the Office of the Secretary.  Of approved, this proposal will be presented to the Governor’s Office as a Department Bill.  
Old Business 
Mr. Kreseski reiterated to the Board that Personnel Hoists and Wind Tower Elevators will require licensure or certification.  The A10.4 Code includes Personnel Hoist and the A17.1 Section 5.11, published in 2013 will address Wind Tower Elevators.  Mr. Yeatman asked as to whether or not Labor and Industry registers these units? Mr. Kreseski informed the Board that Labor and Industry only registers these units at this time.
Chairman Hord suggested to Labor and Industry that as part of registration individual certification should be checked.  Mr. Kreseski concurred with Chairman Hord that as part of their registration process, these individuals have been tracked in the industry. It was Mr. Kreseski’s opinion that separate licensure was necessary for individuals working on Personnel Hoists and Wind Tower Elevators.   
New Business
Mr. Moran informed the Board that letters were sent out to refinishers and renovators.  Ms. Meyers stated that the Board has on file grandfathering individuals and that such an erroneous list will be updated to exclude refinishers.  Ms. Meyers requested for Mr. Moran to assist her in providing a list of individuals to ensure proper notifications are sent to those working in the renovation industry.

Mr. Krasnoff reported there is no Counsel’s report to offer.
