Call To Order
Ed M. Hord called the regular meeting of the Elevator Safety Review Board to order at 10:01 a.m.
Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the business meeting held on January 25, 2013 were approved without corrections.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Warfield,  seconded by Mr. Yeatman, and unanimously carried that the minutes of the business meeting be approved without corrections.  

Chairman’s Report
Chairman Hord had no report to offer.                           

Licensing Applications

Ms. Meyers presented the drafted elevator renovator mechanic and elevator renovator contractor applications to the Board for review.  Ms. Meyers stated that she had revised these applications as specified at the January 25th Board meeting.  Prior to finalizing the applications, Ms. Meyers asked Mr. Krasnoff to research the effective date of liability insurance for the elevator renovator contractor.  Mr. Krasnoff agreed to provide Ms. Meyers with the appropriate date by the next scheduled meeting.           
Licensing Report Update

Applications/Qualifications Review Committee
Mr. Warfield reported that the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee met on this date, reviewed and approved 35 initial elevator mechanic license applications.  There were no applications referred to the Board for further review.  There were no elevator contractor applications reviewed and approved.  There were no elevator contractor applications referred to the Board for further review.     
Motion (II) was made by Mr. Yeatman, seconded by Mr. Mendoza, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee.     

Ms. Meyers followed-up on Mr. Moran’s inquiry about the number of mechanics and contractors the Board has licensed in the State.  Ms. Meyers stated that the Board has licensed 648 elevator mechanics and 27 elevator contractors as of date. She referred Mr. Moran to the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics website for elevator installers and repairers, which offers more information on job outlook and employment projections for the industry.            
Exam Update  
Ms. Meyers stated to the Board that Mr. Papavasiliou will briefly discuss in the Executive Director’s Report the next phase DLLR will take in order to get the testing development process underway with PSI.  
Legislative Report Update
Regulation Action 

COMAR 09.35.01.01, General Regulations
Mr. Krasnoff stated that on October 10, 2012, the Elevator Safety Review Board proposed to repeal the existing regulation .01 and adopt new regulation .01 under COMAR 09.35.01 General Regulations. The purpose of this action is to set forth and restate, as applicable, applications, license, renewal, reinstatement and verification fees as related to licensing of elevator mechanics, elevator renovator mechanics, temporary elevator mechanics, elevator contractors and elevator renovator contractors.  These proposed regulations were published in the Maryland Register, Volume 39, Issue 23, Friday, November 16, 2013.  
Ms. Meyers informed the Board that as of December 21, 2013 there were no comments received on the proposed regulations for the Board’s consideration.  Mr. Krasnoff stated that the Board will take final action on the proposal.  Final action on these regulations will take effect ten days after they are published as final regulations in the Maryland Register.  

Motion (III) was made by Mr. Yeatman, seconded by Mr. Mendoza, and unanimously carried to accept the final action on COMAR 09.35.01.01, General Regulations.          
Proposed COMAR 09.35.04, Continuing Competency Regulations 
Mr. Krasnoff briefly explained to the Board the Continuing Competency regulations, proposed COMAR 09.35.04. draft outline, dated February 19, 2013.  The Board discussed with Mr. Krasnoff some proposed changes to these regulations. Mr. Krasnoff agreed to make the changes as specified by the Board.  He also stated that the Continuing Education Committee may meet prior to revising the final draft.  Proposed COMAR 09.35.04 will be revised and presented for further review at the next scheduled meeting.            

Old Business 
Ms. Meyers reported to the Board that there have been a few industry members not properly informed of the Board’s enforcement and licensure requirements for the elevator industry.  She asked the Board for ideas on how to get this information to all industry members not necessarily affiliated with the union.  Mr. Lowman suggested that training providers would be an effective way to get this information to persons interested in working in the industry.  Mr. McGeeney also mentioned that DLI was holding a stakeholder meeting in March, for which they sent out over 15,000 letters to businesses in the elevator inspection field.  Mr. Papavasiliou stated that the development of an e-mail list of businesses would be resourceful for the Board.  However, DLLR and the Board should meet to further discuss a strategy to address this issue at a later date.                            
New Business
There was no new business to offer.
Counsel’s Report 
Mr. Krasnoff reported there is no Counsel’s report to offer.
Executive Director’s Report

Mr. Papavasiliou stated that DLLR will contact PSI in a week to discuss the Board’s five exams.  Mr. Papavasiliou offered the opportunity for Board members to participate in a conference call with PSI during that time.  Mr. Warfield, Mr. Moran and Mr. Meeks agreed to participate in the conference call with PSI and DLLR staff.  The purpose of this conference call would be to discuss the next phase of the testing development process.   
Mr. Papavasiliou reported to the Board that child support and enforcement has not directly affected the licensees of the Board as of yet.  At the discretion of the CSEA the Executive Director must suspend any license after notice has been sent to inform the licensee of this matter.  This is an administrative function, in which an action to suspend a licensee can be taken without the Board’s approval.   
Public Comments

Mr. Sakowski asked the Board as to whether or not there would be a lottery for auditing applicant files based upon the proposed Continuing Competency Regulations?  Mr. Krasnoff informed Mr. Sakowski that COMAR 09.35.04.07 (B), states that at the discretion of the Board, they may audit up to 10 percent of randomly selected licensees to ascertain compliance with CPC requirements. There were no further comments addressed by the public.             
Next Meeting
