Call To Order
Ed M. Hord called the regular meeting of the Elevator Safety Review Board to order at 10:03 a.m.
Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the business meeting held on December 13, 2013 were approved without corrections.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Yeatman, seconded by Mr. Lowman, and unanimously carried that the minutes of the business meeting be approved without corrections.
Chairman’s Report
Chairman Hord reported to the Board that there were regulatory issues to be discussed during the meeting. Mr. Jacobson will brief the Board on the status of COMAR 09.35.01.01. General Regulations and COMAR 09.35.04. Continuing Professional Competency Regulations.         

Licensing Applications

Ms. Meyers requested that the accessibility lift mechanic application final draft be approved by the Board. She also informed the Board that she will present applications for course approval and educational provider listing prior to the next scheduled meeting.    
Motion (II) was made by Mr. Moran, seconded by Mr. Mendoza, to approve the final draft of the accessibility lift mechanic application.   

Licensing Report Update

Applications/Qualifications Review Committee
Mr. Meeks reported to the Board that the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee met on this date, reviewed and approved 22 initial elevator mechanic license applications.  There were two elevator mechanic applications referred to the Board for further review.  There were two elevator contractor applications reviewed and approved. There was no elevator contractors referred to the Board for further review.          
Motion (III) was made by Mr. Yeatman, seconded by Mr. Moran, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee.     

PSI Update/Testing Development   
Ms. Meyers informed the Board that the exam panel will meet in March and April 2014.  Currently, the exam panel is working to complete the elevator mechanic exam.  Ms. Meyers also stated that she will set-up a webinar with PSI to rate the new test questions prior to the next scheduled meeting.     
Legislative Report Update

Regulation Action 

COMAR 09.35.04, Continuing Professional Competency Regulations

Mr. Jacobson stated to the Board that COMAR 09.35.04, Continuing Professional Competency Regulations had been published in the Maryland Register, Volume 40, Issue 18, Friday, September 6, 2013.  Comments were accepted through October 11, 2013.  At that time, Ms. Meyers had mentioned that there were no public comments received for the Board’s consideration.  Mr. Jacobson also mentioned that the final action to approve these regulations were voted at the December 13, 2013 Board meeting. Final action will be published in the Maryland Register prior to the next scheduled meeting.    
COMAR 09.35.01.01, General Regulations 

Mr. Jacobson stated to the Board that COMAR 09.35.01.01, General Regulations had been published in the Maryland Register, Volume 40, Issue 23, Friday, November15, 2013.  Comments were accepted through December 16, 2013.  Ms. Meyers stated that there were no comments received for the Board’s final consideration. Mr. Jacobson suggested for the Board to take final action on this proposal.  Final action on these regulations will take affect ten days after they are proposed as final regulations in the Maryland Register.

Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Yeatman, seconded by Mr. Lowman, and unanimously carried to accept the final action on COMAR 09.35.01.01, General Regulations.              
Old Business 
There was no old business to offer.                
New Business
Mr. Moran inquired to the Board as to whether or not there will be reciprocity with other States.  Chairman Hord informed Mr. Moran that the Board would eventually reciprocate with only those States that recognize our licensing requirements.  The State of Maryland will not reciprocate with a State that doesn’t recognize the Boards licensing standards. After a brief discussion, the Board decided to table the topic of reciprocity to a later date.  
Counsel’s Report 
Mr. Jacobson informed the Board that he will work on the language to amend COMAR 09.35.02.and -.03, Renovator Regulations as discussed at the December 13, 2013 Board meeting. The language will include changing three years to five years of experience and eliminating the examination requirement for elevator renovator contractors.  A draft copy of this proposed language will be presented to the Board for review prior to the next scheduled meeting.
