Call To Order
Ed M. Hord, Chairman, called the Business Meeting of the Maryland Elevator Safety Review Board to Order at 10:12 a.m.

B. Review of Examination Statistics and License Totals 
Ms. Thornton reported that zero (0) candidates tested in January 2022. She also reported that zero (0) candidates were tested in February 2022. Since January, 2022, zero (0) candidates were tested. Since the inception of the test 67 candidates were tested, 30 passed and 37 failed with an overall pass rate of 45%.  There are currently 1,124 active licensees.      
Mr. Hosea asked how the number of licensees reported in the minutes was determined.  Ms. Thornton reported that the number is taken from the daily licensing report using our record keeping system.

Mr. Lindsay referenced an email that he sent to the members of the Board of a clip of a child violating safety procedures on an airport baggage claim carousel at BWI airport.  The clip showed a child placing their fingers and various toys in and around the openings in the carousel created by its movement. He stated that he tried to alert the parents but was not taken very seriously.  He asked if the Board had any responsibility for placing safety warnings or caution signs around the carousel to alert kids and parents of the dangers posed by the carousel.  Chairman Hord responded that the issue would not be under the purview of the Board as we are responsible for ensuring the licensure of those qualified to perform the work.  

Mr. Lindsay expressed concern about the Board’s limited ability to warn the public. He asked if the Board could address a name change to something that reflects the Board’s roles as a licensure unit.  Commissioner Hord asked Counsel Ward if changing the name of the Board would be possible, to which she advised that changing the name of the Board would require the action of the Legislature.
