Licensing Report Update

A. Applications/Qualifications Review Committee

B. Complaint Committee Report 
There were no complaints to report.  Complaint Elev-170002 is still under investigation.
C. Review of Examination Statistics and License Totals 
Mr. Heeter reported that zero (0) candidates were tested in May, 2017.  In April, 2017, zero (0) candidates were tested.  Since January 2017, the passing rate is 50%, and since the inception of the test the overall passing rate is 73%.  There are currently 817 active licensees.                   

Old Business 
A. Continue Discussion on Holding Quarterly Board Meetings
Mr. Hord stated that the Board would continue the discussion to hold meetings quarterly instead of every other month.  Mr. Moran voiced his concern that if the Board met quarterly there could be a backlog of applications for the Application Review Committee. Mr. Meeks then asked if the Application Review Committee could meet every other month while the Board meets quarterly.  Mr. Hord stated that applications could not be reviewed unless a Board meeting is held.  In order to review applications, the decisions must be discussed during the meeting.  Mr. Hord recommended that the Board continue to meet every other month and not quarterly.  Mr. Yeatman motioned to hold the meetings every other month.  Mr. Meeks seconded the motion, and the motion passed.
