Chairman’s Report
There was no Chairman’s Report. 
Executive Director’s Report

Ms. Bailey’s report was moved up in the schedule of events this month.  Ms. Bailey informed the Board the Mr. Robert “Sonny” Yeatman has retired as a union representative and is no longer eligible to serve on the Elevator Safety Review Board.  She thanked Sonny for his service as a long term board member and wished him the best.

Ms. Bailey also welcomed a new Board member, Mr. Lance Brown.  Mr. Brown joined the Board in October 2020, but was attending his first meeting.  Mr. Brown stated that he was excited to join the Board and that he began his career in the energy sector working with BGE and the Excelon as a Plant Control room operator.  

Chairman Hord welcomed Mr. Brown to the Board and also thanked Sonny Yeatman for his service.  He called Mr. Yeatman a “great contributor and excellent Board member.”  He stated that he hopes Mr. Yeatman can be replaced with someone a competent as he was.  

Ms. Bailey also informed the Board that Governor Hogan will be lifting the State of Emergency Order for the State of Maryland on July 1, 2021.  She announced that meeting of the Board will now be held using a hybrid in-person and virtual model.  Ms. Bailey stated that she and the Board administrator (LaKissha Thornton) will attend board meetings in person at 500 N. Calvert Street, 3rd floor conference room, Baltimore, MD 21202. Ms. Bailey reported that one (1) candidate was tested in April, 2021, and one (1) candidate passed with a pass rate of 100%. In May, 2021, two (2) candidates were tested and one (1) candidates passed, with a passing rate of 50%. Since January, 2021, five (5) candidates were tested, with two (2) candidates passing and three (3) failing. The overall passing rate since January 2021 is 40%, and since the inception of the test the overall passing rate is 46%. There are currently 1,135 active licensees.
