Call To Order
Ed M. Hord, Chairman, called the regular meeting of the Elevator Safety Review Board to order at 10:06 a.m.
Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the business meeting held on August 22, 2014 were approved without corrections.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Lowman, seconded by Mr. Greulich, and unanimously carried that the minutes of the business meeting be approved without corrections.
Chairman’s Report
Chairman Hord reported there was no Chairman’s report to offer. 

Licensing Applications

Ms. Meyers informed the Board that the reciprocal application was provided prior to the meeting for review.  The draft of the reciprocal application will be presented to the Board at the next scheduled meeting.        Chairman Hord requested the Board to review the reciprocal application and provide comments to Ms. Meyers prior to the next scheduled meeting.  Mr. Greulich agreed this application is worth taking a look at since he holds licenses in Maryland and DC. After a brief discussion, the Board agreed to take a look at the application and send comments to Ms. Meyers via e-mail.       

Licensing Report Update
Applications/Qualifications Review Committee
Mr. Lowman reported to the Board that the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee met on this date, reviewed and approved twelve (12) elevator mechanic license applications.  There was no elevator mechanic applications referred to the Board for further review.    
There were three (3) elevator contractor license applications reviewed and approved by the applications/qualifications committee.  There was no elevator contractor applications referred to the Board for further review.                      
Motion (II) was made by Mr. Moran, seconded by Mr. Mendoza, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee.
Motion (III) was made by Mr. Yeatman, seconded by Mr. Greulich, and unanimously carried to accept future recommendations of the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee provided the committee submits a list to the Board of applicants reviewed for licensure prior to scheduled Board meetings.     

Exam Update   
Ms. Meyers informed the Board that the exam panel met on Friday, September 19, 2014, and Friday, October 17, 2014.  The elevator renovator mechanic exam is complete.  Mr. Jason Schaefer, Testing Development Specialist for PSI Services, LLC, stated that the elevator renovator mechanic exam is expected to “go live” in February of 2015.  The exam panel will meet to begin the development process for the accessibility lift mechanic exam prior to the next scheduled Board meeting.    
Old Business 
HB 335 (Residential Cliffside Elevators - Registration and Inspection) legislation

Mr. Yeatman requested that Ms. Meyers contact Mr. Larry Kreseski, Chief Elevator Inspector, Division of Labor and Industry to obtain an update on HB 335 (Residential Cliffside Elevators - Registration and Inspection) that was previously discussed at the August 22, 2014, Board meeting.  Mr. Yeatman also stated that he would like to follow-up with this topic in order to discuss where the Board stands on the issue. The Board agreed to table this discussion until the next scheduled meeting.                 
Old Business
Reciprocity for Elevator Mechanics (2014) 
Ms. Bailey briefly followed-up with the Board on the reciprocal issue from the August 22, 2014, Board meeting.  Ms. Bailey referred to correspondence received by Dot Mynahan, Regional Field Operations Manager for Otis Elevator on October 23, 2014, regarding reciprocity for elevator mechanics.  Ms. Bailey informed the Board that she would send correspondence to the Executive Director on behalf of the Board if they are interested in reciprocating with a particular State. 
Ms. Bailey inquired to Mr. Jacobson whether or not the Board has the authority to contact States regarding reciprocity on a case by case basis.  Mr. Jacobson stated that a written agreement with another State must be submitted.  It would be an administrative decision of the Board to write an informal agreement.  Mr. Jacobson also mentioned that a written memorandum of understanding from the other State would be requested by the Board.  
Chairman Hord inquired to Ms. Bailey whether or not the Department should prepare a written agreement.  Ms. Bailey referred the Board to the list of States provided for their review.  The Board agreed to have Ms. Bailey send correspondence to the State of New Jersey, District of Columbia and Delaware and any other State contingent to Maryland in order to move forward with this process.  Mr. Yeatman stated that if other States are interested in obtaining licensure due to an emergency, the law does allow for temporary licensure for sixty (60) days with the State of Maryland.  

Mr. Moran inquired to Mr. Jacobson whether or not the Board can request if other States license elevator renovator mechanics.  Mr. Jacobson stated that the Board may request this information from other States.  Chairman Hord requested for Ms. Bailey to include in her correspondence to the other States whether or not they license elevator renovator mechanics and to provide them with our licensing categories.   
Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Moran, seconded by Mr. Lowman, and unanimously carried to have Ms. Bailey send correspondence to the State of New Jersey, District of Columbia and Delaware and any other contingent States to Maryland regarding reciprocity. Any other State outside the contingent States to Maryland will be evaluated on a case by case basis.          
Residential Elevator Regulations 

Ms. Bailey referred to correspondence received by Dot Mynahan, Regional Field Operations Manager for Otis Elevator on October 23, 2014 regarding Residential Elevator Regulations.  She informed the Board that NEII does not track residential elevator regulations by State. Ms. Mynahan will provide the Board with an update on this issue in the near future.  

New Business

Preliminary Elevator Inspection 

Chairman Hord informed the Board that he received correspondence from an email correspondence to the Board.  Mr. Jacobson stated that this issue will be a for Mr. Kreseski, Chief Inspector, Division of Labor and Industry.  The Board agreed to table this topic to the next scheduled meeting.      
Executive Director’s Report

Ms. Bailey briefly informed the Board about the Veteran’s Full Employment act of 2013 is still in effect.  She had no further information to report on this matter.  Chairman Hord inquired to Ms. Bailey whether or not DLLR staff can send the agenda in advance prior to Board meetings.  Ms. Bailey indicated that this is the intent of DLLR staff to send out information in a timely manner.  However, in Ms. Meyers defense she has assumed the dual role as Board secretary for both the Maryland Elevator Safety Review Board and the State Board of Plumbing.  Ms. Bailey stated that Ms. Meyers has been doing an exemplary job and will send the Board information moving forward at least a week in advance prior to scheduled meetings.
