CALL TO ORDER:
Chair Norris called the regularly scheduled Board of Stationary Engineers’ business meeting to order at 9:45 a.m.

NEW BUSINRSS:
The Board reviewed the Stationary Engineer’s Flyer presented regarding the qualification requirements for licensing, the purpose of the license, types of equipment and the license authority for all grades of stationary engineers.  Mr. McLeod suggested that an edition date be added to the Flyer. Other items discussed were testing, public safety, large machinery plants and insurance. 
The Board addressed restricted licenses for specific equipment and safety training and 4th and 5th grade licensed engineers.  The members asked Mr. Kraft, Chief Boiler Inspector to report to this Board any incidents upon the inspection process for the Board’s review.

DIVISION OF LABOR AND INDUSTRY:
Mr. Restivo advised the Board of the Employment Rights & Safety Forum meeting held March 20, 2013 was very educational.   He also discussed The Board of Boiler Rules and the State Board of Stationary Engineers working together, training of licensees, and other State’s and Board’s licensing requirements.
DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Mr. Papavasiliou discussed with the members an article from the Washington Post regarding Prince George’s County and restructure of the permit system.  Prince George’s County has begun to simplify its permit system, similar in scope to the system in Annapolis, by centralizing the permitting process.
EXAMINATION APPLICATION:

The members reviewed the examination application and discussed making a change to the booklet.   The Board stated that the Boiler Operator’s Guide 4th edition is the required material to be used for taking the stationary engineer’s examination and the 4th and 5th grade examination is an open book exam.
