CALL TO ORDER:
Chair Norris called the regularly scheduled Board of Stationary Engineers’ business meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
MINUTES:
Motion (I) was made by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr. Restivo and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the March 18, 2014, meeting as written.   Motion (II) was made by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr. Restivo and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the executive session as presented.
COMPLAINTS:

No complaints to report.  Director Papavasiliou explained the administrative complaint process to the members
NEW BUSINESS: Veterans Full Employment Act
Mr. Papavasiliou reiterated the Veteran’s Act presented last year to all the licensing Boards that have been implemented to assist veterans and their spouses in obtaining occupational licenses.   They may use military experience toward licensing requirements.  Mr. Norris advised the members that he had discussed the Veteran’s Act with Mr. Lane, member American Vets. 
LICENSE REQUEST:

An individual successfully passed the stationary engineer license examination in 1995 and has requested to apply for the license.  After review of all information provided by the applicant, the Board determined that after the passage of so much time sine the individual demonstrated minimum competency to provide stationary engineer services, the implementation of statewide licensing and new licensing requirements since the individual tested, that individual must pass a current license examination to obtain a license.
FORUM:
Mr. Norris discussed with members pamphlets distributed regarding high pressure boilers, low pressure boilers, cast iron boilers  and boilers and pressure vessels administered by DLLR’s Boiler Inspection Unit.  The board expressed it’s appreciation for the publications.  Mr. Restivo also discussed the safety of boilers.  
STATISTICS:    

Mr. Papavasiliou reviewed the license examination statistics submitted by PSI for the month of March 2014, with the Board. Mr. Papavasiliou advised the Board that a PSI representative will be available for a conference call during a Board meeting to discuss examination issues, amount of questions answered correctly and those answered incorrectly, re-examination statistics, changes to questions and any concerns the Board may have.
