CALL TO ORDER:
Chair Norris called the regularly scheduled Board of Stationary Engineers’ business meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

Mr. Norris thanked Mr. Kraft for responding to an individual regarding the Power Engineers Promotional Video.  Mr. Kraft suggested posting the video (functions of a power (stationary) engineer on the website.

 CORRESPONDENCE:

The Board reviewed the response letter prepared by Mr. Papavasiliou regarding distance to HRSG.

The Board received an e-mail regarding Boiler code.  Staff will prepare a response for the Boards review.

The Board received an e-mail regarding posting a license with photo with all Boilers.  Staff will prepare the response for the Board’s review. 

The Board received an e-mail regarding stationary engineer’s requirements regulation for the Board’s review.

A member of the public from the national Association of Power Engineers and the Board members discussed items which included communicating issues, NAPE, prep classes for different certifications, education,  using test materials and approved reference books, steam boiler training, boiler and building systems, and NIULPE.

GOALS:

Chairman, Norris reminded the members to set goals to be discussed at the November meeting regarding education and e-mail items for Mr. Papavasiliou to create a tracking list of concerns.

The members discussed cancelling the December meeting.  Motion (III) was made by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr. Restivo and carried to cancel the meeting of December 17, 2013 due to no quorum.

The Board discussed items from past meetings including safety training for low pressure, education classes and meeting with the Boiler Rules Board to discuss any questions and answers.

Mr. Papavasiliou discussed the meeting with PSI, testing contractor with other Boards as Elevator Safety Board, Plumbing Board and HVACR Contractors to discuss testing, code update and statistics on particular questions.

Mr. McLeod suggested that this Board conduct a webinar with such concerns as reviewing the statistical data as to how many applicants answered a particular question correctly and the test bank of questions.
