CALL TO ORDER:
Chair Norris called the regularly scheduled Board of Stationary Engineers’ business meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
MINUTES:
Motion (I) was made by Mr. Sanders, seconded by Mr. McLeod and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the July 16, 2013  meeting as written.  
COMPLAINTS:

Mr. Restivo reported to the members that 1 complaint was reviewed in the complaint committee and determined to close complaint # SE-41001.  Motion (II) was made by Mr. Restivo, seconded by Mr McLeod and unanimously carried to accept the findings in the complaint committee.  Counsel advised the Board of the complaint committee process.
OLD BUSINESS:

Upon review of the Boards tracking system report, Mr. Norris requested that the Board review tabled items including: examinations questions on all examinations and safety training for low pressure operators. 
NEW BUSINESS:  Correspondence

The Board reviewed an e-mail correspondence regarding a specific piece of equipment, location and distance from the control room.   The individual will need to visit Business Occupations and Profession §6.5-302 of the Maryland Annotated Code for more details.  Mr. Papavasiliou has agreed to respond to his e-mail.  
Mr. Papavasiliou shared with the Board the correspondence letter regarding reference material for the stationary engineer’s examination and advised the members that approved material for the examination will be posted on the website.

Mr. Denevan, member of the public addressed the Board regarding using the Boiler Guide 4th edition for teaching classes for the examination, and suggested that the community colleges provide a link to their websites. 
Counsel also suggested the Maryland Association of Community Colleges may be an avenue for obtaining stationary engineer’s classes.

The Board reviewed an e-mail correspondence regarding boiler installation permit requirements and determined that it be sent to the Boiler Rules Board for review.
The Board discussed the General Regulations Business Occupations and Professions Article, §6.5 205, adopted August 5, 2013.  Mr. Papavasiliou suggested to the Board that a “blast email” be sent to all licensees and applicants regarding new regulations and specific requirements of the licensee.

 PSI EXAMINATION SERVICES:
Mr. Papavasiliou discussed with the members that a representative from PSI will be here at this location for other Boards to review the test Bank of questions and pass rate of specific questions in October.   Mr. Papavasiliou also suggested that this Board request a meeting with PSI after the New Year to discuss the Board’s concerns and review statistics of all exams.
