The July 25, 2022 meeting of the Maryland Board of Foresters was called to order at 10:07 a.m.
Upon a motion (I), by Mr. Markovich and seconded by Mr. Rider, the minutes from the April 25,

2022 Business Meeting were approved with an amendment to correct a typographical error on page 3, by a majority vote, with all voting in favor in except for Mr. Martin, who abstained. 
Chairman’s Report
Mr. Huneke reported that the requested changes had been made to Section 5 of the online application pertaining to requirements for out-of-state professional references and acceptable post graduate education and thanked Director Dorsey. Mr. Huneke also reported that the Society of American Foresters will be having its 2022 National Convention at the Baltimore Convention Center.
Executive Director’s Report
Executive Director, Christopher Dorsey, welcomed Mr. Jake Martin as a new consumer member to the Board. Director Dorsey also encouraged Board members to complete the online Open Meetings Act training. Ms. Rhyne-Grey stated that she had done so and remarked that it was simple to do and not too time-consuming.
Old Business
Executive Director, Chris Dorsey, led a discussion updating the Board on proposed legislation for a sunset extension bill that he expects to submit to the Office of the Secretary on or about October 1, 2022 and which he will discussed at the next Board meeting on October 24, 2022.
New Business
Board Officer Elections
Director Dorsey explained that was time for the Board to conduct annual officer elections. Counsel advised that in compliance with Md. Ann. Code,  Bus. Occ. & Prof. § 7-203, the Board is required to elect annually a chair, vice chair, and secretary. Counsel reminded the Board it has not previously elected a secretary and advised that, because it is unlikely the Board could achieve a quorum with both the chair and vice chair absent, it was not necessarily required that the Board elect a secretary at this time.  Counsel also advised that in compliance with § 7-203, the Board should hold officer elections at each July meeting. Counsel instructed the Board that the then-serving members could be elected to serve again if the member was willing to do so, or new members could be nominated, or self-nominate.  
Upon a motion (II), by Mr. Rhyne-Grey and seconded by Mr. Rider, that Mr. Huneke continue to serve as Chair, which Mr. Huneke accepted, the Board unanimously approved Mike Huneke to a new term as chairman of the Board of Foresters.
Upon a motion (III), by Mr. Rider and seconded by Ms. Rhyne-Grey, that Mr. Markovich continue to serve as vice chair, which Mr. Markovich accepted, the Board unanimously approved John Markovich to a new term as vice chair of the Board of Foresters.
Meeting Minutes Publication
Ms. Rhyne-Grey asked about the posting of the Board meeting minutes in advance of the quarterly Board meeting in compliance with the Open Meeting Act. Counsel explained that she has previously advised the Board of the requirement to promptly post meeting minutes following a public meeting, and that other public bodies with a quarterly meeting schedule publish minutes by a consensus of members’ approval   prior to a meeting, at which time they are formally ratified. Counsel suggested the Board adopt such a practice. Director Dorsey indicated he will circulate the minutes to the Board members for review and publication based on membership consensus. Counsel reminded the Board members and staff not to reply to the full membership to avoid creating an electronic quorum in violation of the Open Meetings Act.

2023 Board Meeting Schedule

The Board discussed setting its 2023 meeting dates and suggested the following dates for its 2023 meetings: Monday, January 23, Monday, April 24, Monday, July 24, and Monday, October 23, 2023.       
Upon a motion (IV), by Mr. Markovich and seconded by Mr. Martin, the Board unanimously approved the 2023 meeting calendar. 

DOL Web Content and Outreach Coordinator

Danielle Anderson introduced herself to Board as Occupational & Professional Licensing’s new Web Content and Outreach Coordinator and discussed her duties which include publication of a newsletter, which could include Board member bios and new events if members or staff wanted to submit such information to her.
New Board Member Introduction
The Board welcomed new consumer member, Jake Martin, who introduced himself as an attorney and a current Master of Laws candidate at American University. He stated that he has an interest in and some familiarity with forestry. The members of the Board introduced themselves to Mr. Martin.
