The members of the board reviewed the minutes of the June 12, 2013 Board meeting and
MOTION I was made by Mr. Matusky, seconded by Mr. Crist, and unanimously carried to approve the minutes.
APPLICATION REVIEW COMMITTEE REPORT
Staff submitted an oral report of reviewed applications reviewed by committee for June 12, 2013.   The report is as follows and may be amended:  The Application Review Committee reports that there were a total of 7 applications received for review, four (3) original apprentice applications, one (1) original journey referred for examination review, and three (3) original apprentice application referred for additional information.

MOTION III was made by Mr. Smith, seconded by Mr. Matusky and unanimously carried to accept the Complaint Committee report without corrections.

During the June meeting it was agreed that the scheduled times for both complaint and application committee meetings be held during the months of July and August at 9:30 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. respectively.  Beginning January 2014 committee meetings will begin at 9:30 a.m. and the regularly scheduled board meeting to convene at 10:00 a.m.  Board members were reminded by Counsel that only those who have been appointed to the review committees are allowed to participate in those meetings.  The current committees consist of three (3) board member; however, James Crist will now be joining the complaint committee replacing board member Fontaine Smallwood and Mr. Smith has been appointed to the application review committee, Motion was made by Mr. Smith that the Chairman appoint three members who are to make up the application committee.  Complaint Committee members are Mr. Matusky, Mr. Crist, and Mr. Clinedinst.   The application committee members are Robert Gawne, George Warren and Charles Smith.  An Amendment was made to the motion that Mr. Matusky, Mr. Crist, are appointed to the complaint committee with Mr. Smith replacing Mr. Clinedinst until his return and availability to participate; Seconded by Mr. Warren and unanimously carried.
Board member Mr. Matusky is in agreement with the suggestion made by Executive Director Papavasiliou during last month’s meeting, that a different day, other than the regularly scheduled committee meeting day, be considered for members to meet for review of complaints that are pending.
