PSI Reference Book
Board members requestd the re requesting that the exam vendor, PSI, provide a breakdown of questions so that the Board may review them and determine if a recommendation is needed for updates.  Mr. Clinedinst, Board member, recommends that four (4) questions from the NFPA manual be substituted with questions from the Modern Refrigeration and Ugly’s manuals where the answers can be found.  He added that questions where the Ugly’s reference manual is used are not considered as necessary.
Mr. Smallwood asked again if an increase of question related to the Manual J can be added.

Mr. Clinedinst is requesting the questions from the PSI reference material where questions on the National Fuel Gas Code may also be found in the Modern Refrigeration and Ugly’s Electric Code books.  Also, he asked if the contract with PSI can include review of examination questions every two (2) years. Director Bailey explained that there would be a committee appointed that would review the questions and who are not connected with the administration of the exam.

Mr. Smith asked Director Bailey to contact PSI and ask if the NFPA and Ugly’s Electric Code books be eliminated from the list of approved reference books because Board members have determined that they are not considered necessary. This topic is tabled until the next scheduled meeting.
