Ms. Kinstler, Board Counsel, advised that during the last General Assembly Session Senate Bill 1005, Justice Reinvestment Act was passed.  This legislation affects occupational and professional licensing Boards by prohibiting the denial of a license to an applicant who has previously committed a nonviolent crime in certain circumstances. The Maryland Legislature maintains that it is the policy of the State to encourage employment of nonviolent ex-offenders and remove barriers to an applicant’s ability to demonstrate fitness for a State-required occupational license or certificate. 

MOTION was made by Mr. Schmidt, seconded by Mr. Smallwood, and unanimously carried to have PSI review applications for examination approval.
