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CALL TO ORDER
Chairman James Johnson called the Business Meeting of the State Board of Heating, Ventilation, Air-Conditioning and Refrigeration Contractors (“Board”) to order at 9:44 a.m.
INTRODUCTIONS
Current board members introduced themselves to the newly appointed members, Charles Smith and James Crist, welcoming them to the board.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The members of the board reviewed the minutes of the May 8, 2013 Board meeting and
MOTION I was made by Mr. Matusky, seconded by Mr. Smallwood, and unanimously carried to approve the minutes.
APPLICATION REVIEW COMMITTEE REPORT
Staff submitted an oral report of reviewed applications reviewed by committee for May 8, 2013.   The report is as follows and may be amended:  The Application Review Committee reports that there were a total of 12 applications received for review, 11 original apprentice applications, and one (1) original apprentice application referred for additional information. 
MOTION II was made by Mr. Warren, seconded by Mr. Gawne and unanimously carried to approve the Application Review Committee report without modification.

COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT
The Complaint Committee submitted the following report covering May 9, 2013 through June 12, 2013: 55 complaints received; 12complaints for panel review; 21 complaints for pre-charge, 2 complaint for OAH; 2 complaints closed; 5 complaints with criminal charges; and 13 complaints for investigations.  

MOTION III was made by Mr. Crist, seconded by Mr. Smallwood and unanimously carried to accept the Complaint Committee report without corrections.

The Complaint Committee discussed a possible meeting time change, convening before the regularly scheduled board meeting.  It was suggested to move the time of the board meeting to 10:00 a.m. with Chairman Johnson in agreement, allowing the committee to meet prior the board meeting.  Counsel asked that it be considered by members to move the meeting to 9:00 a.m.  Executive Director Papavasiliou suggested that it is also possible the committee could meet on a separate day other than the day the board meets.  This would help reduce the backlog of cases.  
It was agreed that board meetings held during the months of July and August will convene at 10:30 a.m. All remaining months including: September, October, November, and December, the board will meet at 10:00 a.m.  The application review committee and the complaint committee will meet at 9:30 a.m. with newly appointed member James Crist joining the application committee. The Application Review Committee considers under guidance of the law approval of candidates applying for license (original or renewal).  The Application Review Committee’s task is to determine applicant’s qualification(s) and approve candidates for examination. 
The complaint committee has one vacancy.  Counsel for the board stated that a consumer member would best serve on this committee. Board member Fontaine Smallwood was appointed to fill that vacancy.
OLD BUSINESS
Removal of Regulation Fees
Executive Director, John Papavasiliou, was alerted that fees are listed in Board Regulations that are already itemized in statute.  The listing of the fees should not be in the Board Regulation at all. Business Regulation Article, §§ 9A-205, 9A-207 Annotated Code of Maryland will be updated as follows: Subsection A & B remain the same. Subsection C will be removed entirely.  Subsection D will replace Subsection C.  Notification of the regulation change was submitted and will appear in the Maryland Register as proposed regulations.  MOTION IV was made by Mr. Warren, seconded by Mr. Smallwood a vote was taken and the action passed.
Michael Vorgetts, Acting Commissioner, welcomed the two new board members, Charles Smith and James Crist stating that their inclusion to the board is most welcome.
Veterans Act
The Veterans Act will provide those who have served in the armed forces, a pathway to temporary and eventual full state licensure.  This service will be made available to those who meet certain qualifications, have been discharged less than one year and possess a current license in another state.  The application would include a copy of a DD-214, which outlines duties performed while enlisted and includes industry level experience.  The spirit of the bill is to assist Veteran’s and their spouses in obtaining licensure in Maryland. The temporary licensure provision would include, at the discretion of the Board, a 6 month temporary license while the applicant applies for a permanent license.  Mr. Papavasiliou has been a part of a committee to create and streamline the overall licensure process.

Executive Director Papavasiliou stated that there are questions in all exams that present with  pass/fail statistical anomalies that should be evaluated for sufficiency. Some questions show a history of consistent failure and should ultimately be reconfigured or eliminated altogether. Specifically, the questions of issue show a significant failure rate for the more successful test takers, inferring a deceptive or confusing situation. In contract, these questions are often passed by those that are usually not successful in the examination.  This situation shows that those guessing at the answer are equally successful than those that truly know the subject matter. The Journeyman restricted examination for forced air heating and ventilation seems to be the most  problematic for examinees.  Also, there are some examinations that have a history of the same questions being failed by everybody.  Mr. Papavasiliou will confer with PSI subject matter experts to eliminate certain questions that fit this situation.
