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CALL TO ORDER
Chairman, James Johnson, called the Business Meeting of the State Board of Heating, Ventilation, Air-Conditioning and Refrigeration Contractors (“Board”) to order at 10:30 a.m.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The members of the board reviewed the minutes of the May 14, 2014 Board meeting and
MOTION I by Mr. Smith, seconded by Mr. Matusky, and unanimously carried to approve the business minutes.
MOTION II by Mr. Smith, seconded by Mr. Matusky, and unanimously carried to approve the executive session minutes.
APPLICATION REVIEW COMMITTEE REPORT
Sloane Fried Kinstler, Counsel for the Board, presented an oral report.  Applications received for review is 20, apprentice renewal four (4), apprentice original ten (10), original journey exam approved (1), and five (5) applications held for additional information from applicant.  MOTION III by Mr. Matusky, seconded by Mr. Clinedinst, and unanimously carried to approve application report.
COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT
The Complaint Committee submitted the following report covering May 15, through June 11, 2014:  new complaints received eight (8), three were (3) closed, criminal one (1), three (3) pre-charge, and two (2) in investigation. Total complaints open: 67.
MOTION III by Mr. Matusky, seconded by Mr. Crist and unanimously carried to accept the Complaint Committee report.

OLD BUSINESS
Stationary Engineers

Mr. Clinedinst, Board member, has concerns about airport personnel expected to perform work as HVACR technicians when actually they are stationary engineers.  Mr. Matusky asked if an informative letter could be issued reminding employers that individuals who hold a stationary engineer’s license cannot provide HVACR services.  

Mr. Smith, Board member, advised that the laws pertaining to stationary engineers do not indicate that a stationary engineer is permitted to provide maintenance services to any HVACR equipment or systems.
Mr. Papavasiliou, Assistant Commissioner, advised that he never heard the Stationary Engineer Board or the industry promote an expansion of the scope of the provision of stationary engineer services.  A letter should be sent out to the licensed Stationary Engineers stating that they cannot work outside the scope of their license.  Mr. Matusky stated that such a letter should be sent to the risk management department of a plant that contains a boiler instead of to the licensee.

Mr. Papavasiliou, stated that if Karl Kraft, Chief Boiler Inspector, found where it would be necessary to notify the HVACR Board regarding Stationary Engineers performing maintenance duties he would do so.  
Ms. Kinstler, Counsel, stated that the Board of Boiler Rules has a list of boiler owners.  She suggested that if Mr. Kraft would provide that list to the HVACR Board, staff might be able to send a letter or email to each boiler owner cautioning that a licensed Stationary Engineer is not authorized to provide HVACR services within the meaning of Bus. Reg. Art., Ann. Code of Md., §9A-101.
Mr. Clinedinst, Board member, pointed out that the website for the Board of Stationary Engineers in its Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ), sets forth who is required to hold a license to monitor pressurized equipment.  Mr. Clinedinst suggested that license stationary engineers are not just observing equipment for an entire eight-hour work day.  Rather, he suggested that they may asked, during down time, to maintain HVACR system components or provide HVACR services to the equipment.

Mr. Papavasiliou informed Board members that there are approximately 60,000 pressurized vessels in the state and suggested an investigation to determine whether unlicensed HVACR service any licensed stationary engineers is occurring.  Mr. Papavasiliou also suggested that he will approach the Stationary Engineer Board to make the FAQs more precise.
Mr. Clinedinst further informed the Board that he believes hospitals and the airport have stationary engineers performing HVACR work.  He maintained that the boiler owner and business managers need to be informed what a stationary engineer is allowed to do.  
Mr. Warren, Board member, stated that the Board of Stationary Engineers website should be updated to clarify what services a licensed individual can perform and that any personnel providing HVACR services or maintain HVACR systems or system components must hold the appropriate level HVACR license.

Mr. Smith, Boar member, informed the Board that some jurisdictions, Frederick County in particular, do not require mechanical permits and may not conduct code-compliance inspections.  Mr. Smith asserted that those jurisdictions must still ensure that only HVACR licensees are allowed to provide HVACR services.
Mr. Papavasiliou suggested that notification be forwarded to all counties.

Mr. Smith moved and Mr. Crist seconded, and unanimously carried to forward notification to jurisdictions advising that the local jurisdiction is responsible to ensure that only appropriately-licensed HVACR contractors are permitted to provide HVACR services or maintain HVACR systems or system components, whether or not the jurisdiction issues permits and conduct code-compliance inspections.    

CORRESPONDENCE
High Pressurized Units

Mr. Clinedinst received a letter from the board’s staff regarding the installation of high pressure compressed air units.  According to Mr. Clinedinst was told by Plumbing Board member Joseph Radtka, that he brought this same inquiry to the Plumbing Board.  Mr. Clinedinst is still waiting for Mr. Radtka’s feedback.  This has been deferred until the July 2014 meeting.
Mr. Johnson believes that the letter identified an issue for the Plumbing Board and that the letter should be conveyed to the Plumbing Board for response.
