COUNSEL’S REPORT

Ms. Kinstler, Counsel, requested that the Board propose action on the regulatory provisions to convert the Board’s statutory fees to regulation, a copy of which she emailed to Boar members prior to the meeting. Ms. Kinstler reminded the Board that it’s specially funded status through the Joint Mechanical Board Fund requires that all fees identified in the Board’s statutory provisions, e.g., license, renewal, inactive status, reinstatement, etc., must be transferred to regulation. Counsel further assured the Board that the proposed regulation does not change the fee amounts from the statutory amounts. After a few years, as specially funded boards, the Mechanical Board fees may be subject to reduction or increase after the boards are able to see how the special fund status affects them and the Board of Master Electricians in particular. Motion was made by Mr. Smith, seconded by Mr. Rebechi, and the Board unanimously voted to propose action on the regulation.
