Larry Schuyler, an inspector for Talbot County, forwarded an email addressing the scope of work an apprentice is allowed to do.  Mr. Smith stated that the master or journeyman does not necessarily have to be in the immediate vicinity of the apprentice at all times.  The master or journey licensee responsible to “direct and control” the apprentice might be permitted to leave the job site for a short period, e.g., to obtain supplies, etc., as long as they remain available by phone, radio, etc. during that time to “direct and control” the apprentice, consult with the apprentice and subsequently inspect the work of the apprentice.
