Executive Director Bailey opened the discussion with Board members regarding changing the current application review process. Currently, all applicants are sending their applications to the Board and they are being reviewed by Board staff. If there is a question or problem with an exam then the applications are sent to the Application Review Committee of the Board. Under the suggested change, all applicants would apply directly to the exam vendor, PSI. PSI would review the applications and if there was a problem or question they would be forwarded to the Board for approval. Otherwise PSI would vet the applications and forward all approved applications to the Board on a quarterly basis and a random sample would be reviewed by the Board. 

The other mechanical boards have applicants forward their request for exam directly to PSI and review is carried out by PSI’s staff.  The purpose for this change of review process is in conjunction with an audit change whereby staff should not be reviewing examination applications. 

MOTION was made by Mr. Warren, seconded by Mr. Smallwood, and unanimously carried to have PSI review applications for examination approval.
