CORRESPONDENCE

NEW BUSINESS 
Joseph Cullingford discussed the draft CPC provider approval form. There was discussion about the form and a concern was made that the form seems to want to approve both the provider and the courses simultaneously. The Board provided some recommendations to clarify part 5 on the form and to add a link to the schedule of Board meetings. Joseph Cullingford will make the revisions and provide the Board the updated form at the next Board meeting.
OLD BUSINESS 
Grace Fielder mentioned an applicant from the previous Board meeting as there was a concern about the endorser. Joseph Cullingford responded and let the Board know he is working with the applicant to rectify the situation.
Executive Director’s Report 

Joseph Cullingford reported about hiring an Assistant Executive Director. The search has been narrowed down to one candidate and is now with the Human Resources department. Mr. Cullingford is hoping to have someone on board within 1 – 3 months. Also, Mr. Cullingford reported that DLLR will be changing its name to Department of Labor effective July 2019. Mr. Cullingford discussed the FY19 Budget for design Boards. Mr. Cullingford reported overall, the LSA Board is in good shape at this time. Moving forward, Mr. Cullingford will try to provide the Budget information before the Board meetings via email. Mr. Cullingford notified the Board that he placed a work order with IT to work on retrieving historical numbers of Landscape Architects so the Board can review and analyze any trends.
BOARD COUNSEL REPORT
Jessica Praley reported Failure to Respond regulation is now available and in COMAR 09.28.02.07 (Failure to Respond regulation is if an applicant or licensee receives from the Board a written communication requesting a response, the applicant or licensee shall respond within 30 days of the date of mailing. The Board shall send a written communication by first-class mail to the last known address furnished to the Board by an applicant or licensee. It is a responsibility of an applicant or licensee to notify the Board in writing if there has been a change in the application.) Ms. Praley also reported that the General assembly has concluded. Additionally, Ms. Praley reported the following bills passed: HB0022 - Prohibits denial to license based on criminal history if 7 years or more has unless the department makes a certain determination and SB852/HB1386: Requiring DLLR to establish period of time for military/veteran/spouse applicants to be approved, temporary licensing requirements, and publishing information on the website. Both bills will be signed soon. Ms. Praley stated that these bills should have minimal effect on the Board.
