CALL TO ORDER

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

NEW BUSINESS

OLD BUSINESS 
Continuing Education Credits  
Grace Fielder noted the difference in requirements for landscape architects, land surveyors and professional engineers and would like to see the requirements more aligned with professional engineers.  Specifically, Ms. Fielder wondered if there is any flexibility in the number of credits.  Ms. Fielder and Mr. Odell discussed developing a list of criteria for providers of continuing education. Mr. Cullingford noted that in creating a checklist it might create duplicate efforts administratively for his team when reviewing audits. The CPC committee will look into providing CPC provider approval and drafting a checklist for the list of criteria required for the Board to review. Additionally, Ms. Fielder would like to invite the President of ASLA to come to one of the Board meetings to discuss reducing the number of credits.  

Failure to Respond (Final Action)
Milena Trust reminded the Board that final action needs to be taken on the Failure to Respond regulations.
Additionally, Ms. Trust reminded the Board that the purpose of this action is to require a written response within 30 days to any written communication from the Board and require a written request of a change of address to the Board by the applicant or licensee.
Motion (II) was made by Mr. Dedrick; seconded by Mr. Odell and was unanimously carried by the Board to accept final action to the regulations and include the requirement in the Landscape Architects Code of Ethics.
