CALL TO ORDER

Christopher Schein called the meeting to order at 1:39 p.m. 
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

Motion (I) was made by Grace Fielder, seconded by Gareth Dedrick, and was unanimously carried by the Board to approve the minutes of the meeting held on October 21, 2019, without corrections. 
COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT

David O’Dell reported on two complaints:

The Committee asked the Board to consider clarifying policy/procedures regarding CPC’s when renewing licensure. Mr. O’Dell wanted to know from the Board what is the best way to address licensees who pay renewal fee of $76.00 and are randomly audited and do not submit their CPC’s. Specifically, the committee is trying to determine what the penalty should be for failing to complete the required continuing education courses.  After discussions, the Board decided that they would institute a standard penalty of $100.00 per hour of uncompleted continuing education.
Motion (II) was made by Gareth Dedrick, seconded by Donald O’Dell and unanimously carried to accept the recommendation of charging $100.00 per hour of incomplete continuing education.
Motion (III) was made by Gareth Dedrick, seconded by Grace Fielder and unanimously carried to approve the Complaint Committee report.

CORRESPONDENCE
Joseph Cullingford conducted a conference call with a West Virginia Board representative to discuss the reciprocal process with the Board. Mr. Cullingford believed that the reciprocity agreement could be done administratively, but feels that the Board should review our requirements side by side with West Virginia’s requirements. Jessica Praley informed the Board she can provide something to review for the next Board meeting. Mr. Cullingford stated he will work with the West Virginia staff to get a copy of their application.
Motion (IV) was made by Christopher Schein, seconded by Grace Fielder and unanimously carried to move forward with researching a reciprocity agreement with West Virginia.

NEW BUSINESS 
Joseph Cullingford shared with the Board the year-end licensing trends. Mr. Cullingford noted there was a slight increase. Additionally, Mr. Cullingford noted in the future there may be a decrease in firm permits due to an increase of multi-discipline firms.
CPC COMMITTEE/OLD BUSINESS
Joseph Cullingford informed the Board there were no CPC provider applications at this time. 
David O’Dell questioned if there is still carry forward with the CPC requirements and was informed that there is no carry forward any longer. Grace Fielder recommended that the Board review CPC carry forward and the number of CPC’s required and would like to see it on the agenda in the future. Mr. Cullingford suggested to add it on the agenda for the next Board meeting and also to consider creating a committee to review CPC requirements and make recommended changes to the Board. Ms. Fielder stated she would reach out to ASLA and other practitioners about the CPC’s and potentially being a part of a committee. 
Ms. Fielder stated that she would like to follow up with Mr. Cullingford after the meeting to discuss outreach with code and county officials.

Joseph Cullingford informed the Board that Council of Landscape Architectural Registration Boards (CLARB) reached to him as they want to learn about our licensing process. Mr. Cullingford is working on coordinating a day when they can visit our office and sit with Carla Gourdine, Board Administrator and learn about the licensing process.
BOARD COUNSEL REPORT
Jessica Praley informed that the Board that she is officially back from leave. Ms. Praley reported on a pending bill that would change the requirements on taking action after the conduct of a hearing. Ms. Praley just received the bill so unsure at this time as to what direction the bill is headed. Ms. Praley is tracking the bill and will report at the next Boarding meeting if it passes and what effect it would have on the Board.
