CALL TO ORDER


Christopher Schein, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 1:39 p.m.

MINUTES

A motion (I) was made by Suzanne Grefsheim, seconded by Christopher Schein, and unanimously carried to accept the minutes of the September 21, 2015 meeting with corrections.   
COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT
16-LA-01 - Closed
Motion (II) was made by Gareth Diedrick, seconded by Suzanne Grefsheim and unanimously carried to approve the Complaint Committee's report.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Steve Long introduced himself as the new Executive Director and was welcomed by the Board. Mr. Long announced that his first months in office have been focused on the modernization of the computer system and increasing communication with licensees. He reported that upon payment, licensees will receive a link, via email, that allows them to print their license when renewing. Licenses will be mailed to anyone not providing an email address. Mr. Long stated that this will save about $12,000 per year across all Boards.
BOARD COUNSEL'S REPORT

 
Milena Trust reported that the Land Surveying Board’s CPC concept sheet has been approved and that the Board is reconstituting their work group to continue discussions on CPC requirements. 
It was noted that the Land Surveyor Board met with the Secretary before their concept sheet was approved, and it might be helpful if the Landscape Architect Board met with the Secretary as well. Ms. Trust observed that the Secretary is interested in stakeholder involvement and how public comments are being addressed in the concept sheet. She stated that it would be helpful if this Board reaches out to ASLA and other interested parties before a meeting with the Secretary is scheduled. Steve Long agreed to help Chris Schein set-up a meeting with the Secretary and the Commissioner. Milena Trust recommended that the Board concentrate on eliminating Category A and B, carry over credits, and Board approval of courses.
Chris Schein noted that the CPC Committee met at the end of last year. The Committee decided that it would hold a public meeting this year.
A motion (III) was made by Suzanne Grefsheim and seconded by Gareth Diedrick, and unanimously carried, to restart the process of getting the concept sheet approved.

NEW BUSINESS


Steve Long discussed an email from Chris Moore regarding Board meeting minutes (see Correspondence). The Board agreed to post a draft of the minutes on the Board’s web page. The Board will review the minutes before posting a draft. It was agreed that the staff would send the draft minutes to each Board member individually to avoid any issues with a quorum. 
OLD BUSINESS

Milena Trust talked about the NC Dental Board decision. Ms. Trust stated that the SCOTUS decided that a Board must have state supervision if the majority of a Board is made up of market participants. She noted the SCOTUS did not define “state supervision”. She advised the Board that even though our Board is appointed by the Governor, any final decision by the Board is subjected to the approval of the state supervisors.

CORRESPONDENCE


The Board received correspondence from Christopher Moore in which he suggested that due to the length of time between the Board’s quarterly meetings, it would be helpful for stakeholders if the Board published the minutes immediately after each meeting. The Board agreed to post the minutes after the meeting with a disclaimer that the minutes are in “draft” format until officially approved by the Board. The Board will review the draft minutes before posting.  Steve Long informed the Board that he would reach out to Mr. Moore and notify him of the decision.
