CALL TO ORDER

Christopher Schein called the meeting to order at 1:35 p.m. 
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

Motion (I) was made by Grace Fielder, seconded by David O’Dell, and was unanimously carried by the Board to approve the minutes with corrections of the meeting held on July 15, 2019. 
COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT

David O’Dell will discuss a Landscape Architect’s audit with Rory Wise Sr. Post Board meeting.
CORRESPONDENCE
Joseph Cullingford presented to the Board a chart he created in reviewing surrounding states licensing requirements to aid the Board in discussing West Virginia’s request regarding a reciprocal agreement.
NEW BUSINESS 
Christopher Schein attended the annual Council of Landscape Architectural Registration Boards (CLARB) meeting along with Rory Wise Sr. Mr. Schein reported on some of the sessions he attended such as the presentation on questioning orthodoxy – thinking about how to rethink things. Mr. Schein also attended the Diversity training session which discussed challenges in the profession and the male/female ration becoming much more balance. Additionally, they discussed exclusion – unintentional/unspoken bias. Another session Mr. Schein attended was on Board responsibilities which voted on changing the bylaws to loosen criteria to bring in new Board members. A representative from National Council of Architectural Registration Boards (NCARB), National Examiners for Engineering for Engineering and Surveying (NCEES) and Council for Interior Design (NCIDQ) were present and did presentations on Occupational versus Professional (Design Profession) and Antiregulation which is becoming more of a concern for Engineers and Architects. The links to these presentations will be posted on CLARB’s website. There was also an introduction of the new CEO of CLARB. Mr. Schein also noted that CLARB is looking into how to standardized and streamline Continuing Education Credits and reciprocity processes. Joseph Cullingford suggested the Board examine possible options to streamlining both CEU and Reciprocity processes. At the next Board meeting Grace Fielder stated that the incoming President of the Maryland Chapter would like to attend. Mr. Cullingford stated that Ms. Fielder can give the President his contact information so Mr. Cullingford can coordinate with him. Ms. Fielder attended some cyber meetings and reported there was discussion on the status of Landscape Architecture as many people do not understand what it is. Additionally, issue of Global Warming and spreading the word about what Landscape Architects do.
OLD BUSINESS 
Based on a request from West Virginia, Joseph Cullingford provided a chart with breakdown of the licensure requirements by state and this topic will be discussed at a later date. Mr. Cullingford did inquire if West Virginia required a LAAB degree as it was not specified in their breakdown. It was suggested to have a representative from West Virginia attend a Board meeting via phone. Mr. Cullingford thought it best to start small with West Virginia and eventually look into other states regarding reciprocity. Also, on the chart Mr. Cullingford provided, he noted that he added another column with CPC regulations for each state.

Joseph Cullingford reminded the Board if they are interested in an expense voucher to contact him. Mr. Cullingford reported the Design newsletter did go out and he is planning for another issue in a few months. Also, Mr. Cullingford notified the Board to let him know if they would like to submit something for the newsletter. Mr. Cullingford reported that they are looking for the consumer member replacement on the Board and so far, one person applied. Mr. Cullingford noted that the best way to spread the word out about the vacancy is through word of mouth.
