CALL TO ORDER

Motion (I) was made by Mr. Adams, seconded by Ms. Stern-Tansey and unanimously carried to accept the minutes of the March 18, 2013 meeting as written.
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COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT

13-LA-05 -  Offer Consent Order and fine.  

One reinstatement was approved.  One applicant's license has been expired since 6/30/96.  The complaint committee is recommending he appear before the Board and explain now he has maintained his skills during the 17 years that his license was lapsed.

Motion (II) was made by Mr. Adams, seconded by Ms. Keir and unanimously carried to approve the complaint committee's report.
NEW BUSINESS


It was noted that the applications for exam and reciprocity advise the applicant that if they cannot get their RPE from signed by a licensed landscape architect, it "..can be signed engineers, architects, land surveyors, homeowner/clients and others..."  The law states that the applicant's work experience in landscape architecture must be" .. under the responsible charge of a licensed landscape architect or other authorized individual..." The Board discussed who is acceptable as an "other authorized individual" as it applies to the endorsement of an applicant's RPE.  They decided that architects, engineers, land surveyors, certified planners would qualify.  Ms. Trust will revise the language based on the Board's discussion and submit it to the Board for review.


Chairman Schein stated that Bob Alter, ASLA, had concerns about landscape architects not being allowed to sign certain plans by the Maryland National Capital Park and Planning Commission.  A landscape architect should be allowed to sign stormwater management plans.  


Chairman Schein stated that he will discuss this issue at the Joint Chairs meeting. 

LEGISLATION UPDATE


Ms. Trust informed the Board that the Professional Engineers Firm Permit Bill passed.  The Severn River Watershed Bill to allow landscape architects and professional land surveyors to design stormwater management plans.  The Veterans Full Employment Act Bill passed also.  Ms. Trust stated that eh firm permit bill for architects, landscape architects, and professional land surveyors will be re-introduced.

The Board noted that the CPC Committee should begin meeting and start working on writing the CPC regulations.  The Board asked Ms. Edwards to schedule a meeting.
