CALL TO ORDER 

John Mettee, Chairman called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
MINUTES

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NEW BUSINESS
Digital Signatures

The Board discussed the use of digital signatures.  The Board currently allows the use of digital seals, but requires a wet signature.  Several of the other design boards are considering amending their regulations to allow digital signatures.   Ms. Trust opined that licensees should have the option of using digital signatures.  It would not be mandatory. The Board asked Ms. Trust to prepare a draft regulation amendment for review at the next meeting.  

NCEES Annual Meeting

The Board decided that Mr. Mettee and Mr. Orisich will be the funded delegates for the NCEES Annual Meeting.  Ms. Edwards and Ms. Trust will also be attending this meeting.

Legislative Update

Ms. Trust reported to the Board that the firm permit bill died.  She also stated that she expects the bill to pass that will require board members to attend two-thirds of board meetings.  She further noted that HB 702 passed the House, 
but the Senate has not voted on it.  The committee did not object to the amendments.

OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Orisich informed the Board that Jerry Carter, Chief Executive Officer of NCEES, asked him to be an ABET evaluator in the ASAC unit.  Mr. Orisich stated that he will receive training.

Others on the committee are Mike Boyce, Jim Shaw, Don Ocker and Brian Dunne.  The motion was amended to add Wayne Hunt as an additional member.  Motion carried.  Ms. Edwards will notify everyone of the meeting.
MARYLAND SOCIETY OF SURVEYORS REPORT

Mr. Orsinger asked if MSS could get the names and license numbers of examinees who passed the Fundamentals Examination.  The Board agreed that this information could be released to him.  Mrs. Heil will forward those names to him along with the names of those who passed the Principles and Practice of Land Surveying examination.  MSS would like to present certificates to the newly licensed surveyors at an MSS function.  Administrative staff will work with the society on this effort.

It was reported that Mr. George Wigfield is in charge of CST preparation course and the CST examination is scheduled for April 25th.  On March 25th, the Carroll Chapter held a meeting and MSS was pleased with the attendance and comments.
