CALL TO ORDER

John V. Mettee III called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m. 
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

Motion (I) was made by Thomas Orisich, seconded by Tammy Rollins and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the minutes with corrections of the meeting held on July 3, 2019. 
COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT

Donald Ocker reported on the status of complaints:

Motion (II) was made by T.J Frazier, seconded by Tammy Rollins and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Complaint Committee report.
PRACTICE COMMITTEE REPORT
Thomas Orisich shared the recommendations from the practice committee’s efforts over the past several months.  The committee recommended several changes to definitions and practice issues that have resulted from the technological evolution of the profession.  The committee will prepare the recommendations for stakeholders to review and input.
Motion (III) was made by Thomas Orisich, seconded by Tammy Rollins unanimously carried for the Board to accept the committee’s recommendations and have the stakeholders review them. 
CORRESPONDENCE
Joseph Cullingford shared an update about a Board initiated concern about a local company that was misrepresenting their services.  He reported that the company made the necessary changes to their listed services adding that they were very receptive and cooperative. Donald Ocker posed a new complaint about another company posting surveying service(s) on their website. Joseph Cullingford asked Mr. Ocker to forward him the email and he will follow up.
NEW BUSINESS 
John V Mettee III reported there will be a Joint Chairs meeting on August 20th to discuss the 2021 budget.  This meeting will allow each Board to gain a better understanding on the allocation of Board funds and provide input on future budgets. The Board members highlighted the importance for budgeting for NCEES, annual meetings, technology upgrades and operational support. 
Mr. Mettee posed a request from MSS to change the format of the annual “town hall” in October to a more open Q & A session. In the past, the Board sent representatives with prescreened questions.  It was suggested to have the October Board meeting at the Conference as well since the quorum will be met. Conducting the meeting off-site will ensure compliance with applicable laws while also providing for enhanced interaction between the Board and licensees.  Joseph Cullingford said he will work with Aaron Worley with the logistics of having both the town hall and Board Meeting at the conference in October.
OLD BUSINESS 
Joseph Cullingford shared with the Board a draft of recommended changes to the experience chart that is included in regulations.  The draft includes changes to the recommended breakdown of required surveying experience needed to qualify for licensure.   The Board’s goal is to make the experience requirements more consistent and less confusing.  John V Mettee III stated that the minor engineering and subdivision planning needs to be removed from the chart because they are separately included in the “minor engineering” requirement. T.J Frazier will provide Milena Trust the individual experience percentages, for each experience domain, by the next Board meeting. Joseph Cullingford will send Milena Trust the chart.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT – Joseph Cullingford reminded the Board that the main parking lot is closed and wanted to ensure everyone was able to secure parking without any issues. Mr. Cullingford also reported the next State exams will be administrated on Friday, September 13th. So far, 10 candidates have registered, 8 for both exams and 2 for one exam. Mr. Cullingford noted that he will work with T.J. Frazier to prepare the examination for September. Mr. Cullingford will provide post exam statistics to the Board. Additionally, Mr. Cullingford will send everyone a draft of the newsletter for review and feedback.
BOARD COUNSEL REPORT – Nothing to report.
MARYLAND SOCIETY OF SURVEYORS
Aaron Worley, President Elect of the Maryland Society of Surveyors, reported that October 16-19, 2019 is the Fall Conference & Exhibition in Ocean City, Maryland. Mr. Worley will work with Joseph Cullingford to coordinate the logistics for the Town Hall and Board Meeting. Mr. Cullingford will also work on the travel budget for this event as well.
