John Mettee requested the status of the proposed regulations. Steve Long confirmed that the notice of the upcoming public hearing had been posted in the Maryland Register. 
Mr. Mettee reported that the Experience Criteria and Tasks by Surveying Category form should be updated.
Tom Orisich asked if there would be a “grandfathering clause” included in the regulations for CPC carry forward credits. Melina Trust said that non-substantive changes can be made to the regulations while in the proposal period, and a grace period could be added. 
A motion (III) was made by Tom Orisich, seconded by Don Ocker and unanimously carried to approve the addition of a grace period that would allow licensees to use carryover until the next renewal period immediately after the regulations are in affect.
